THE DEVELOPMENT
OF OSVITOLOGIIA:
COMPARATIVE PEDAGOGY

In the focus of the article are the object,
subject, purpose, status and tasks of comparative
pedagogy in the context of the establishment and
development of the scientific school of the inter-
grated research of education — osvitologiia; it is
proved that osvitologiia contributes to a different
interpretation of comparative pedagogy in the
scientific educational space and osvitological ap-
proach enables to overcome disciplinary barriers
in comparative studies and reach a higher pro-
ductive level provided by the methodology of in-
terdisciplinary and multidisciplinary approaches.

Comparative study as an educational dis-
cipline introduces the laws of the global educa-
tional process I students,enables them to acquire
the capacity for distinguishing the common,
special and singular in the development of edu-
cational systems, promotes the development of
general and pedagogical culture.

The study of the discipline should largely
concentrate on the analysis of positive and negative
effects of foreign experience of the development of
education, thus, enabling deeper understanding of
internal problems, prevention mistakes and miscal-
culations, increase of the efficiency of the national
educational system and use of the world experience.

The course plays an important role in
improving students’ methodological culture,
provides them with new methods of research,
demonstrates the best traditions of humanistic
pedagogy and raises awareness of the complexity
and ambiguity of the phenomenon of education.

The major task of the Ukrainian society is to create conditions for improving the
efficiency and quality of functioning of education as a means of social and economic
development of the country, its compliance with the demands of the modern era, its
civilization challenges. It should be stressed that in today’s world education acquires
the status of not only an essential social sphere capable of meeting the needs and
interests of the society, the state and an individual but also an important economic
sector playing an increasingly important role in accumulation and ensuring the quality
of human capital. Consequently,the modern concept “education” is getting a wider
context, covering the multidimensionalityof educational issues and interrelationships
between education and other spheres of social life (Sysoieva S., 2011).

The development of the scientific school of the intergrated research of educa-
tion— osvitologiia — in Ukraine makes it possible to analyze educational processes at
interdisciplinary and multidisciplinary levels, identify the dominant features of edu-
cational development, factors affecting the functioning of the sphere of education,

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its subsystems and mechanisms of interrelation and interaction between educational
institutions and other social institutions. Osvitologiia emerged because of the need for
objectivization at philosophical, general scientific, specific scientific and technologi-
cal levels of sophisticated and complex process of functioning of modern education;
complexity of the processes and phenomena covered by the term “education”; exten-
sion of the problem field of pedagogical studies and its interrelation with other fields
of science (economics, political science, sociology, etc.) that are not adjacent to peda-
gogy, but without which it is impossible to create the integral idea of the development
of education in the broad sense.

The most significant tasks of osvitologiia as an independent scientific school
are: holistic research I sphere of education at different levels, dimensions, proportions
and interrelations in order to identify patterns and trends of its development; descrip-
tion and comparison of different educational systems so as to highlight general char-
acteristics and inherent features (Ogneviuk V.O., 2012). The successful realization
of these tasks is possible on the basis ofcombination of scientific methods (applied
to the humanitarian studies), the multidisciplinary approach to the study of complex
and integrated educational processes. It should be noted that this approach reflects the
general tendency of modern science to enhance the integration of disciplinary knowl-
edge, interaction and interpenetration of different fields of scientific knowledge while
studying the complex and integrated object of the research.

The fact that methodology of osvitologiia depending on the complexity of
the educational phenomenon is interdisciplinary, multidisciplinary or transdisci-
plinary enables to describe the development of comparative pedagogy from a dif-
ferent research perspective.

The purpose of this article is to examine the comparative pedagogy in the
context of the development of osvitologiia.

Comparative pedagogy in Ukraine is a young field of pedagogical knowl-
edge which, in fact, began to develop after Ukraine gained independence. Today in
the scientific space of our country it is at the stage of formation which is proved by
the prevalence of descriptive researches in foreign pedagogy over the comparative
studies proper grounded on the valid methodological basis. Among Ukrainian sci-
entists engaged I problems of comparative pedagogy the following names are worth
mentioning: O. Lokshina, N.Lavrychenko, O. Ogienko, L. Pukhovskaia, A. Sbruie-
va, A. Vasyliuk, etc.

World comparative pedagogy has come quite a long way of the develop-
ment from descriptive studies aimed at improving the work of the country’s school
through borrowing and considering the experience of other countries to comparative
studies proper with a considerable probative methodological basis, well-grounded
generalizations and conclusions that facilitated making political decisions in educa-
tion, laying foundations for reform and modernization of education in the country.
Different periodizations of comparative pedagogy were analyzed and summarized

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by O. Lokshina (Lokshina O., 2011). However, despite the diversity of periodiza-
tions, there is a generally accepted view that the founder of comparative pedagogy
as a science is Marc Antoine Jullien de Paris (1775-1848) whose work “Esquisse
et vues preliminaries d’un Ouvragesurl’education compare” (Essays and introduc-
tory training for work in comparative upbringing, 1817) was the first to include the
terms “‘comparative upbringing” and “comparative pedagogy” and was recognized
as the first collection of comparative studies of educational systems (Pachocinski
R., 1998) . The concept of comparative studies of M.A J. de Paris in those days
focused on improving the level of French school in gthrough the use of the best
educational patterns of the world’s pedagogical theory and practice.

Today, acknowledging education as a means of guaranteeing national secu-
rity, creating human capital, providing conditions for the effective socio-economic
development of the country and welfare of its population, the international com-
munity pays considerable attention to the search of effective models of education,
consolidation of efforts in overcoming the problem of the quality of education at all
levels and in all its branches. Solution to these problems is largely associated with
the development of comparative pedagogy. The most influential international orga-
nizations such as UNESCO and the OECD have departments which generalize and
promote comparative studies, own printed periodicals in order to cover the results
of their researches.

The subject of comparative pedagogy and pedagogy on the whole is quite
broad. In Poland, for example, broadening of the subject of educational researches
resulted in the emergence of pedagogical subdisciplines such as comparative peda-
gogy, economics of education. In our opinion, the introduction of pedagogical sub-
disciplines limits the possibilities of each of them in regard to the use of the research
methods, choice of the subject of study, confirmation of its own research status.

It should be stressed that there is a very narrow range of issues in comparative
pedagogy that can be investigated without taking into account different contexts of
the development of the country, its history, culture, characteristics of social and politi-
cal order. I. Kandel wrote that problems and goals of education are similar in most
countries, but many decisions in individual countries depend on differences in tradi-
tions and culture. One of the reasons that hinders the development of comparative
pedagogy, in his view, is that the study of foreign educational systems often takes the
form of “simple description” that does not consider the cultural context while examin-
ing the phenomenon (Pachocinski R., 1998). I. Kandel explicated that to understand,
find out and assess the real state of the educational system of the country, it is neces-
sary to know its history and traditions, geographical location, social organization,
political and economic conditions, which determine the development of education.

The outstanding comparative researcher in the field of education George
Z.F. Bereday, a scientist of Polish origin (Zigmund Fialkovskyi), professor of com-
parative pedagogy at Columbia University, believed that for a researcher in the field

of comparative pedagogy three aspects are of the utmost importance: knowledge of
the language of the research area; being located in this area; correct understanding
of cultural heritage (Pachocinski R., 1998).

Analysis of different concepts of comparative pedagogy in their historical de-
velopment shows that comparative pedagogy developed and established as an in-
terdisciplinary science whose researches always had a distinct contextual character.
Thus, G.Z.F. Bereday wrote that comparative pedagogy is not equal to history of edu-
cation and is not a subdiscipline of sociology or political science but a synthesis of
these and other branches of science, and its interests are focused I search of tasks
emerging from differences in educational practice in different countries and which
can be obtained by the use of methods applied in different disciplines. J.Z.F. Bereday
also systematized the problems arising from the recognition of comparative pedagogy
as an interdisciplinary field of knowledge (Pachocinski R., 1998).

To understand the development of comparative pedagogy it is important to
realize that its status as an independent field of science is constantly being debated
and questioned as the method of comparative analysis is used in the researches of
all sciences and is an integral part of the way of man’s perception of the world. In
pedagogy the method of comparative analysis is applied in history of upbringing
when comparing the ways of upbringing used in different eras and when contrast-
ing methods, forms, methodology and techniques of teaching and so on. Com-
parative pedagogy in its development followed the same path as comparative
law, comparative religion, comparative anatomy, etc. To establish the status of
comparative pedagogy as an independent science the scholars stressed that being
an interdisciplinary science comparative pedagogy may use the methods of other
fields of scientific knowledge, which determine the context of comparative stud-
ies (political science, economics, law, sociology, cultural studies, etc.).

An important feature of the autonomy of a science is its object and subject
of study.

Summarizing different approaches to the definition of the object of compar-
ative pedagogy (I.M. Bogdanova, B.L. Vulfson, A.N. Dzhurynskyi, Z.N. Kurliand,
M.A. Rodionov, A.A. Sbruieva, O.S. Tsokur), we may conclude that it is consid-
ered in the context of global, regional and local level of the development of edu-
cation, its subsystems, in retrospective and current aspects in conformity with the
functions of comparative pedagogy. Apart from theoretical, practical, prognostic,
propaedeutic functions comparative pedagogy performs international and integra-
tion function being both national and international at the same time, as scientists
and practitioners in each country examine the findings of comparative researches in
the context of the priorities of their school.

Determining the subject of comparative pedagogy as an aspect or ele-
ment of the object singled out by the scholar in the process of scientific re-
search and examined according to the purpose A.A. Sbruieva accentuates that

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there is no universal definition of its subject and tasks in modern comparative
pedagogy (Sbruieva A.A., 1999).

Having generalized different definitions of the subject of comparative
pedagogy O.M. Halus and L.M. Shaposhnikova accentuate that the following
are most often chosen as the subject of comparative pedagogy: the state, trends
and patterns of the development of the world (foreign and domestic) pedagogical
experience, modern national pedagogical cultures (Z.N. Kurliand, O.S. Tsokur,
.M. Bogdanova, etc.); the state, the main trends and patterns of development of
education in different countries, geopolitical regions and on a global basis; the ra-
tio of general trends and national or regional characteristics, positive and negative
aspects of the international pedagogical experience, forms and ways of the mu-
tual enrichment of national pedagogical cultures (B.L. Vulfson, Z.A. Malkova);
comparison and generalization of school pedagogical experience of the countries
with pronounced differences (A.N. Dzhurinskyi); the state, trends and patterns
of development of education at the global, regional and local levels, comparison
of the international and domestic pedagogical experience for the purpose of the
mutual enrichment of national pedagogical cultures (O.M. Halus, L.M. Shaposh-
nikova, 2006).

The Polish researcher R. Pahochynskyi clearly defines the object of compar-
ative pedagogy: educational systems of the countries of the world and their typol-
ogy; models of higher education in Europe; teacher training in the most developed
countries of the European Union; school management in the countries of the Euro-
pean Union; educational policy and educational law; educational management and
funding; the structure of educational systems; education as a process and outcome;
learning objectives and their pedagogical content; teaching methods; the quality of
textbooks; participants of the educational process; specific issues such as the distri-
bution of hours or periods of leave (Pachocinski R., 1998).

Thus, the subject of comparative pedagogy covers all fields and levels of
education, all types of education (formal, non-formal, informal) and any other edu-
cational as well as purely pedagogical phenomena, and therefore goes beyond the
science of pedagogy and cannot be investigated within the disciplinary approach.
In our opinion, the subject of comparative pedagogy can be categorized into three
groups depending on the level of the research approach (disciplinary, interdisciplin-
ary, multidisciplinary), namely:

e pedagogical phenomena to be examined within the disciplinary approach;

e cducational phenomena receiving the study within the interdisciplinary
approach;

e cducational phenomena to be investigated within the multidisciplinary ap-
proach.

In the future it will probably be possible to create methodology of compara-
tive researches at the transdisciplinary level.

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The clear-cut discrimination of the subject of the research of comparative
pedagogy shows that comparative pedagogy as an independent field of research
within pedagogy is bound to persistently come across disciplinary (both theoretical
and methodological) barriers which will undoubtedly hinder its development.

It is worth mentioning that the whole history of the development of compara-
tive pedagogy is associated with overcoming disciplinary barriers. Since the appear-
ance of the works of P. Rosello, sociocultural concept of M. Sadler, the study of
factors affecting educational development under taken by N. Hans (natural, religious,
secular) and F. Schneider (geographical conditions, economy, culture, religion, sci-
ence, social structure, politics, impulses emanating from education itself and foreign
contacts), problem-based approach of B. Holmes (comparative pedagogy is a resource
for reform and education policy; it facilitates setting principles, systems and laws that
help explain the functioning of educational systems), the methodology of compara-
tive studies of I. Kandel, G. Bereday, H. Noah, M. Eckstein, researchers have tried to
prove and establish the right of comparative pedagogy to apply the methods of other
sciences, methodological diversity and methodological pluralism.

Within the scope of the disciplinary approach a comparative researcher is
unable to give answers to the key questions of comparative study: What caused
the difference between one educational system and the other, how was it formed
and developed? What social functions were performed by the educational system,
how were they associated with educational principles and educational policy of the
country? What results and objectives were been achieved? At the same time, the
answers to these questions help identify patterns of the development of education,
trends of changes in the field of education and, what is the most important, reasons
for their emergence enabling researchers to plan and predict the development of
education in the country.

Many researchers, acknowledging the interdisciplinary character of com-
parative pedagogy, consider it a constituent part of pedagogy which operates with
the methodology of the disciplinary level. Thus, the French comparative research-
er H.V. Dael notes that comparative pedagogy is an interdisciplinary component
pedagogy that studies educational phenomena and facts in relation to their social,
political, economic and cultural context (quoted from Sbruieva A.A., 1999). The
scholar outlining the interdisciplinary character of comparative pedagogy, which
is undoubtedly a positive fact, comes to the wrong conclusion, in our opinion, that
the interdisciplinary field of scientific knowledge is a component of the disciplinary
one, that is, pedagogy. This situation can be explained by lack of attention to the de-
velopment of the theory of education, the sciences studying education itself, which
would clearly discriminate between education and knowledge about education, no
matter which sciences the knowledgewas received from.

Under these circumstances, taking into account the interdisciplinary character
(and when investigating some problems — multidisciplinary character) of the studies
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in the field of comparative pedagogy, which is reflected in the content of its research
issues, the use of knowledge and research methodology of other sciences, it can be
stated that comparative pedagogy is an independent interdisciplinary field of scien-
tific knowledge that can be used to maximum effect within the scope of osvitologiia.

Nowadays it is largely on account of the change of the status of education, its
indubitable impact on the effectiveness of social and socio-economic development.

It should be emphasized that comparative pedagogy is of great practical im-
portance, especially for forming educational policy and justification of the content
of educational reforms. G. Noah and M. Eckstein wrote that to be established com-
parative pedagogy must offer “the definite, probably, exceptional and distinctive
assistance in explaining educational and social phenomena” (Miroslava Vanova,
2006). The purpose of comparative pedagogy is also defined as “the study of factors
that have the fundamental impact on educational policy” (Pachocinski R., 1998).

Analyzing the problem of Comparative Education as a science, it is neces-
sary to identify the following objectives to be invariant each comparative study.
These tasks-invariants must include:

e Tasks concerning thewell-grounded analysis of the concepts used in the
research and thorough comparison of their content with the content of concepts
used in the national educational space.

Ambiguous interpretation of the concepts used in the world and European
educational space today, lack of their adaptation to traditional concepts of national
pedagogy, in our view, causes great damage to the development of the educational
sector of the country, introduces ambiguity in understanding the terminology, creates
chaos in the minds of researcher and practitioners, lowers the level of methodology
of pedagogy. Therefore, we believe that a comparative study should begin with the
analysis and comparison of the thesaurus (domestic and of the country under study).

e The objective of any comparative study, paradoxically enough, is the pro-
cess of comparison.

There are serious deficiencies in the purely comparative studies in Ukraine
today. As a general rule, studies in foreign pedagogy representing simple descrip-
tions with some transformations of the experience in Ukraine are carried out. The
fact, to our way of thinking, is connected with the formation of comparative peda-
gogy in Ukraine, the “age” of this field of knowledge.

e Tasks relating to the determination of the criteria for comparison, descrip-
tion of the stages and methodology of the research, including the proof of equiva-
lence, comparison ability of the phenomenon under study in different countries.

o Tasks considering the possibility and expediency of transference of therevealed
experience of education, educational models of other countries to one’s own country.

e Tasks aimed at developing recommendations for education policy, the
content of reforms and modernization of education. As a matter of fact, they are the
essence of comparative study.

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On the basis of the preliminary analysis, taking into account the current stage
of the development of the society, education as well as comparative pedagogy, we
consider it more appropriate to use the term “comparative study in education” instead
of the term “comparative pedagogy”’.

The term “comparativism” (from the Latin comparatives — comparative) is
widely used in domestic literary study (one of the methods of comparison of liter-
ary works of different countries and peoples) and linguistics (comparative historical
method for identification and study of affinity of languages). Comparative study is re-
garded as a constituent part of language study devoted to comparative historical study
of cognate languages. The concept of comparative studyis widely used in the humani-
ties today, in particular, in philosophy, history. Taking roots in literary disciplines in the
days when they were an integral part of philosophy, comparative study quickly went
beyond these limits and acquired the status of the universal methodology. Published
works of the lates period show that this concept is widely applied in modern jurispru-
dence (L. Lutz, O. Tikhomyrov, O. Merezhko), social sciences (A. Lobanova), po-
litical science (A. Dugin, M. Zeitlin, Yu.Tikhonravov), religious science (A. Barker)
and others. The characteristic features of komparatyvizm as a postmodern ideological
foundation is examined in the works of L.Verbitskaia, V. Zhirmunskyi, L. Medush-
evskaia, etc. However, we consider the following thought to be valid: “despite a long
tradition of comparative studies, we can say that only in some sciences first attempts
of understanding comparative research as a field of interdisciplinary social and hu-
manitarian researches have been made” (O.D. Tikhomirov, 2006).

In comparative pedagogy comparativism is understood as identification and
comparison of common and specific patterns, trends of the development of educa-
tional and upbringing (pedagogical) systems around the world aimed at their im-
proving (Halus O.M., Shaposhnikova L.M., 2006).

Under discussion today is the problem of determining the status of compara-
tive pedagogy relative to comparative research ranging from their complete opposi-
tionto absolute and unconditional unification. However, Ye.l. Brazhnyk emphasizes
that the achievements of comparative researchwhich has already reached the level of
general methodology of comparative studies of social processes and phenomena are
not taken into consideration. Therefore, it is necessary to consider not only of the pos-
sibility of application of the methodology of “information comparative research” in
comparative pedagogical studies (Brazhnyk Ye.I., 2005), but also the need for the use
of the comparative approach “based on the comparative method and is not limited to
it or methodological knowledge, but is able to combine some subject knowledge in its
methodological function” (O.D. Tikhomirov, 2006, p. 28).

Comparative study in education is an interdisciplinary field of knowledge
which studies educational systems, their development from synchronic, diachron-
ic and functional position. Comparative study in education investigates pedagogi-
cal phenomena and facts in political, social and economic, cultural conditions and
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compares the similarities and differences between two or more countries, regions,
continents or globally. Comparative study strives for a better understanding of
any pedagogical phenomenon in the educational system (Miroslava Vanova,
2006, p. 53). This definition does not fully explicate the essence of comparative
study in the field of education, but outlines the understanding of its importance at
the beginning of the XXI century and awareness of the scope of its requirements.

Osvitologiia creates methodological conditions and opportunities for the de-
velopment of comparative study in education, namely:

e any educational phenomenon may be studied in a broad context area mak-
ing use of methods of different sciences depending on the purpose of the study;

e the equivalence of the countries under study will enhance by means of a
more thorough analysis of the socio-economic, cultural and historical factors that
influence the development of education and are reflected in all its subsystems and
components;

e increase of the credibility of comparative researches will strengthen find-
ings for educational policy, reform and modernization of educational systems and
their subsystems;

e prognostic function of comparative studies is reinforced, especially the
part which explains the possibility of transfer of educational innovations and mod-
els to the area of another country, because it is necessary in this case to take into
account the traditions, culture, history of people, etc.;

e there are prerequisites for the creation of the theory of education, school
theory and its variation models and factors that contribute to their implementation
on different socio-economic, cultural and historical grounds;

e systematic consideration of factors that influence the development of edu-
cation is made possible.

The last position is of crucial importance because while doing compara-
tive researches it is always necessary to consider external influences on education
and educational phenomena. Functioning of the field of education depends on the
economic, historical and national, demographic, state and political, social factors.
Economic factors determine the financial ability of the state budget, which can be
used for the development of education, quantitative and qualitative demand for
graduates. Historical and national factors are closely related to the specifics and na-
ture of the society, its history and culture. These factors are most pronounced during
changes in education and school reforms as historically conditioned orientation of
national traditions. The process of expanding the access to education, implementa-
tion of changes in education, educational reforms and identification of the tasks
for education is closely related to demographic factors. Factors conditioned by the
political system directly affect the formation and content of educational policy. So-
cial factors are connected with the structure of the society, its changes and impact
of these changes on educational system.
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The impact of these factors on education is described by osvitologiia, name-
ly, sciences about education: economics of education, sociology of education, cul-
ture study of education, history of education, educational policy and so on.

Comparative study as an educational discipline gets students acquainted
with the laws of the global educational process, enables them to acquire the ca-
pacity for distinguishing the common, special and singular in the development of
educational systems, promotes the development of general and pedagogical cul-
ture (Comparative Studies in Education, 2014). The study of the discipline should
largely concentrate on the analysis of positive and negative effects of foreign
experience of the development of education, thus, enabling deeper understanding
of internal problems, prevention mistakes and miscalculations, increase of the ef-
ficiency of the national educational system and use of the world experience. The
course plays an important role in improving students’ methodological culture,
provides them with new methods of research, demonstrates the best traditions of
humanistic pedagogy and raises awareness of the complexity and ambiguity of
the phenomenon of education.

In conclusion, establishment and development of the scientific school of the
intergrated research of education — osvitologiia — contributes to a different interpre-
tation of comparative pedagogy in the scientific educational space and osvitologi-
cal approach enables to overcome disciplinary barriers in comparative studies and
reach a higher productive level provided by the methodology of interdisciplinary
and multidisciplinary approaches.

THE ROLE OF INTERNATIONAL PROJECTS
IN THE EVALUATION OF TEACHERS INFORMATION
AND COMMUNICATION COMPETENCE (EXPERIENCE OF ESTONIA,
LATVIA AND LITHUANIA)

The article is devoted to the assessment of teachers information and communi-
cation competence (digital competence) in the system of General secondary education
in the Baltic EU countries of Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania in comparative pedagogical
context and the role of international projects in the development and monitoring of in-
formation and communication competence of participants of the educational process,
including teachers. The article is determined the main directions of evaluation infor-
mation and communication competence of students and teachers in General secondary
education in the European Union projects. It was found that attention does not focus
of researchers at formed teachers and students technological skills and skills of posses-
sion of software, when evaluating teachers and students information and communica-
tion competence. Attention focuses on knowledge, skills, attitudes that are required
when using ICT and digital media to perform tasks; solve problems; communicate;
manage information; collaborate; create and share content; build knowledge eftec-
tively, efficiently, appropriately, critically, creatively, autonomously, flexibly, ethically,
reflectively for work, leisure, participation, learning, socialising, consuming, empow-
erment. [t is important to have teachers and students an understanding ethical and legal
norms in the use of ICT for formation of socially responsible person.

Thus, the development and implementation of monitoring and evaluation
teachers information and communication competencies require the creation of system
of government regular, timely information on the state for informatization of educa-
tion and teachers information and communication competence agreed with the goals
of public policy and international standards. To this end, EU countries created associa-
tions, organizations, centers, etc., which carry out a special control the above-men-
tioned processes, developing a questionnaires, collect reports, carry out their statistical
analysis, develop and propose projects for the development of teachers information
and communication competence and implementing international projects for this issue.

COMPETENCE BASES FOR THE MODERN

In the article, the competence bases for the creation of a modern textbook
are studied. The definition of this term was provided, and the principal statements
of the competence-based educational approach were observed; its requirements for
the contemporary educational and educative literature were specified. The main
challenges in preparing teachers for the educational literature design, applying to
the competence-based approach statements in the process of creation textbooks and
manuals were defined. The ways for the solution of these problems in the professional
teachers’ education (in correspondence with the competence-based approach), the
improvement of the teachers’ qualification in the institutes of the post-graduate
pedagogical education in the system of the comprehensive educational institution
methodological work were found out.

SOCIAL COMPETENCE
AS AN OBJECT AND
A PHENOMENON
OF DEVELOPMENT

In the article of L. Kalinina and I. Rya-
bukha «Social competence as object of develop-
ment in lyceum» social competence of lyceum
students is considered as difficult integral forma-
tion of personality; holistic and dynamic system
of cognitive, activity and personality features.
It is defined as integral property of personality,
represented by the system of personal traits and
features, capabilities and socially meaningful
faculties providing accordance of individual to
his social group and determines the achieve-
ment of successful realization of own and pub-
licly meaningful aims in heterogeneous society.

Structure and content of social compe-
tence is represented in content-structural submod-
el of social competence of a lyceum student. It
is conceptually grounded that social competence
has three basic constituents: cognitive, activity
and personal. Cognitive constituent is subdivided
into knowledge, ability and skills; activity — into
experience and capabilities; personal — into psy-
chophysiological qualities and traits. Each sub-
constituent is finely described in the article. Thus,
social competence of a lyceum student shows it-
self in adequacy of co-operating with age-mates,
adults, in groups, collective, society; it is based
on knowledge of general sociocultural norms and
rules and knowledge about how these rules can
be used in definite situation of co-operating with
surroundings; it is reflected in possessing abilities
and skills of integration in society through the
mechanisms of self-regulation (state of capacity);
it can be seen in capabilities to control behaviour

and be responsible for it; it is exhibited through
the willingness to search the ways of safe solv-
ing of temporal problems through actualization
of personal resources.

The presented content-structural sub-
model of SCLS shows that the directed changes
(development) should take place in accordance
with the psychological laws of personality de-
velopment of an individual and conformities to
law of mastering of activity, in particular edu-
cational-cognitive and creative in their co-oper-
ation. The offered matrix of structure of SCLS
allows to specify the task of development of so-
cial competence of a lyceum students and define
the result of lyceum educational process in such
categories, as: knowledge, ability, skills, experi-
ence, values and motivation; to define the types
of leading activity of lyceum students.

The sources of social competence devel-
opment are defined, parametric flow-chart of de-
termination of the state of moulded social com-
petence of a lyceum student in an educational
process is given.

After generalization of the results of in-
vestigation it was discovered that the process of
development of social competence of lyceum
students during educational process has subject-
to-subject and dynamic character; influence of
different factors on this process on the essence
1s additive and complex, subject-environmental;
success of social competence development de-
pends on the level of development of personal-
ity sphere of students, degree of activity of their
co-operating with society (personality and op-
erational changes of parameters).

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Problem statement. Transformation processes taking place in modern soci-
ety predetermine requirement in modernisation of the home system of education on
the basis of competence approach. Information society, developing as a civil one,
needs people capable to creative self-realization and co-operation in society; indi-
viduals able to productive cooperation in different social groups and teams. There-
fore lyceums, as open social-pedagogical systems and as components of society, are
responsible for socialization of students and their social development on the basis
of socially meaningful norms, social values and traditions.

According to the conclusions of home and foreign experts, content and tech-
nologies of teaching in modern educational establishment not to a full degree «take
into account the change of procedural educational paradigm into result-aimed and
competency-based» [8] and not enough oriented onto development of students’ so-
cial competence.

Taking into account aforesaid, it is necessary to correct modern educational
process in lyceum and to create conditions for development of social competence
of its students.

Analysis of recent researches. In the process of research it is found out
that home and European scientists and practices distinguish different groups of key
competencies, that are «interdisciplinary, supersubject, multicomponent» (G. Levi-
tas, O. Pometun, O. Ovcharuk) and «link together personal and social in education,
represent a complex mastering the aggregate of activity methods» (H. Bibik) and
must provide graduating student of secondary education establishment with suc-
cessful vital functions and professional productivity, namely: competence in the
spheres of activity — educational-cognitive, motivational, civilly-public, social-la-
bour, domestic, cultural; competence, related to the profession; political and social
competence, related to life of man in multicultural society, to oral and writing com-
munication, informatization of society.
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Ideas, models and basic thoughts of competence approach, methods of its
implementation into secondary education practice, theoretical comprehension of
different approaches to analysis and understanding of essence of competence as
to the didactics category of competency based education is reflected in works of
the modern Ukrainian and foreign scientists: I. Bekh, N. Bibik, V. Bondar, 1. Zim-
niaya, M. Yevtukh, L. Kalinina, V. Krayevskiy, G. Callahan, V. Ledniov, O. Lyash-
enko, N. Nichkalo, B. Oscarsson, M. Sadker, O. Savchenko, O. Sukhomlinska,
O. Pometun, O. Topuzov, G. Halazh, N. Khomskiy, A. Khutorskoy, V. Hutmacher,
S. Shishov, S. Shoh and others [3; 4; 5; 6; 7; 9].

Philosophical fundamentals of individual social competence in the context
of socialization, social development, social experience mastering, social subject-
subject co-operation and interaction were investigated by E. Adler, L. Buyeva,
E. Erikson, C. Kelly, A. Leont’yev, T. Parsons, C. Rogers, N. Smelser, and oth-
ers. Sociological and psychological approaches to solution of problem of lyceum
student social competence forming and development are represented in the works
of G. Asmolov, A. Brushlinskiy, J. P. Dupuy, 1. Zyazyun, L. Petrovs’ka, Ph. Perre-
noud, S. Selevko, L. Sokhan’, H. Haste and others.

Research objective (idea). To expose essence and specific character of ly-
ceum student’s social competence phenomenon in the context of its development.

Main body. Modern scientists give a social competence that inherent char-
acteristic signs of social context, in the structure of key competencies of a person,
and examine in three foreshortening: as a common collapsible concept that testifies
to the level of person’s socialization, as a key competence of a person and as per-
sonal integrative property of individual.

Study and analysis of scientistific works show that social competence
has different types: social-psychological, sociocultural, social-professional,
social-labour, social-lingustic, social-communicative. Some scientists identify
social competence according to its essence with existential and civil — repre-
senting a forming sphere, providing realization of social and socially-public
activity; and they are just in aspect reflected in philosophy, social philosophy,
sociology, pedagogics, linguistics, sociolinguistics, linguodidactics in the con-
text of our research subject. Thus, grounding on the analysis of essence and
concepts of the social competence types we can understand them sustatially
and structurally interconnected. Considering them to be the «cells of the coor-
dinate directed space of social reality», we shall designate schematically their
connection as the centred circle (Fig. 1) with basic research concept «social
competence of lyceum student» in the centre.

Sharing the point of view of the most Ukrainian educationalists, we
examine the social competence of lyceum students as difficult integral for-
mation of personality; holistic and dynamic system of cognitive, activity and
personality features.

Social competence of lyceum student (SCLS) we shall understand as inte-
gral property of personality, represented by the system of personal traits and fea-
tures, capabilities and socially meaningful faculties providing accordance of indi-
vidual to his social group and determines the achievement of successful realization
of own and publicly meaningful aims in heterogeneous society.

Keeping to logic of scientific search we shall find out the structure of the
concept «social competence» in the marked context. Application of competence
approach made it possible not only to consider concept «social competence of a ly-
ceum student» in the procedure-personal field but also provided taking into account
of most parameters of lyceum students’ studies result and their general develop-
ment. In accordance with it the structure of the indicated concept can be designated
schematically as a two-dimensional matrix (table.1).

Adhering to the views of J. Raven [11, p. 157] that competence consists of
cognitive and highly emotional components, experience and habits, we shall distin-
guish such components in the content of SCLS:

— cognitive, related to self-cognition and cognition of other people, ability
to understand features, interests, necessities, notice the changes of mood, emotional
condition;

— motivational that includes reasoned atfitude to another human being as to
the greatest value, display of kindness, attention, help, caring, mercy;

— activity, related to the choice of communication methods, scenarios of co-
operation and standards of behaviour adequate to the situation.

Summarizing scientific work of home and foreign scientists, and also points
that a man is the subject of communication, cognition and labour (accoding to the
theory of B. Ananyev), and personality appears in the relation system toward him-
self, other people, society, labour (according to the theory V. Myasishchev), we shall
determine that three constituents are included in the structure of social competence
of a lyceum student containing, in their turn, such elements: 1) personal — traits and
qualities of an individual; 2) activity — capabilities, potential readiness of person-
ality; 3) cognitive — socially necessary knowledge, abilities and skills. Obviously
these approaches to the structuring of the notion «social competence» almost agree
with each other. We shall recreate the components’ generalized combination in the
content-structural submodel of social competence of a lyceum student (SCLS), and
interconnections of all parameters we shall represent in such a way (table 2).

The model symbolically represents actions, operations and features of be-
havior of student; development of that takes place in the process of transition from
the potential stage «capacity» to the converting stage «readiness», meaning «readi-
ness to aim forming, to the action, to the evaluation, to the reflection» [10] id est
capability for social activity that gives an opportunity to be successfully integrated
in society.

We shall make more detailed consideration of the parameters of social com-
petence of a lyceum student indicated in the submodel.
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1. In the element «knowledge» we have distinguished fundamental informa-
tion that gives students an opportunity to understand basic conformities to law of the
social mode and co-operation of society members and different public structures in
standard and non-standard situations. Leaning on the «four posts» defined by Jacques
Delors in the lecture of international commission on education for XXI century «Ed-
ucation: the hidden treasure» (in 1996): to learn to cognize, to learn to do, to learn to
live together, to learn to live [2, p. 37], we shall distinguish such positions: knowl-
edge about yourself, other people and surrounding world as the basis of what an
individual must «learn to do in order to get not only professional qualification, but, in
more wide context, —a competence that gives an opportunity to get along at different
numerous situations and work in a group» [ 2, p. 37].

It should be noticed that synthesis of the given individually-personal
qualities and socially meaningful features of an individual, to our mind, pres-
ents basis of experience of the special type, necessary for successful realiza-
tion of a person in society. It is experience of vision of the world and yourself
in the world, experience allowing not only to carry out personal functions, to
master norms and rules of social co-operation but also to perform selfdevel-
opment being in harmony and dialogic connection with the world, to perform
selfrealization successfully.

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2. In the element «ability» such socially meaningful personal qualities of a
lyceum students are distinguished:

— understanding of activity aim (in the first turn — educational-cognitive),
values and convictions of others;

— the independent founding of information in any situation;

— analysis of objects, relations and phenomena, selection of the main one
(characteristic signs), establishing of cause-and-effect connections;

— formulation of problems and prognoses (in particular in relation to the
results of own activity), conclusions;

— estimation of situations (educational in particular), accordance of selected
facilities and methods to the aims and results of activity;

— choice of the variant adequate to the situation (to the problem);

— determination of limits of action of subjects and social structures (estima-
tion of competence sphere);

— autonomous action in different life situations;

— individual decision-making and responsibility for it;

— planning of activity, prognostication of its results and foresight of conse-
quences;

— satisfaction of own necessities and desires, necessities of others leaning on
public norms (the use of different facilities for solving of life situations).

3. In the element «skills» we shall pay attention to such elements of cogni-
tive and practical character: paneducational — those that are the basis of many types
of educational-cognitive and practically orienter activity (writing, calculating, read-
ing, listening); interpersonal communication (manner of speaking, listening, under-
standing); maintenance of the health and keeping of level of capacity; reflections.

4. To the group of elements of «capability» and «experience» such positions
are included:

— implementation of functions of state citizen, realization of different social
roles (family and society member, student, consumer and others like that);

— perception of itself as a part of general society and a certain social group
with all privileges and duties (to function in socially heterogeneous society);

— application of knowledge — subject (academic and profile) and pan-sub-
ject, languages and symbols;

— the successful co-operation with others — an adequate estimation of reality,
comparison of yourself with others, collaboration, conflicts solving;

— realization of own plans — an action in a definite situations and general
context.

5. To the element «Psychophisiological qualities» of personal component
of SCLS we have taken: mental abilities; social intellect; value orientations — for
yourself (sense and way of life), for society; attitude toward subjects and objects
of surroundings, public activity and social development; convictions as display
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of emotionally-volitional sphere of personality; motivation to socially meaning-
ful activity.

6. In an element «personality traits» we have distinguished:

— initiativeness (public activity), social flexibility and mobility, empathive-
ness (tolerance), communicability, responsibility.

It should be marked that such structure of social competence of a lyceum
student includes psychophysiological and activity descriptions of a student, devel-
opment and actualization of that — transfer from the potential stage «capacity» to
the actual stage «readiness» — will allow to be successfully realized in society (the
nearest and remote ones). To our mind, following such chart it is comfortably to
carry out monitoring of educational-cognitive, publicly-active, creative activity of
a student as a full-fledged member of society, that attained the sufficient level of
realization of mechanisms of own behavior management and worked out the own
methods of co-operating with society for the achievement of balance between the
necessities and requirements of social reality and norms of society.

Thus, social competence of a lyceum student, presented in the given method,
shows itself in adequacy of co-operating with age-mates, adults, in groups, collec-
tive, society; it is based on knowledge of general sociocultural norms and rules and
knowledge about how these rules can be used in definite situation of co-operating
with surroundings; it is reflected in possessing abilities and skills of integration in
society through the mechanisms of self-regulation (state of capacity); it can be seen
in capabilities to control behaviour and be responsible for it; it is exhibited through
the willingness to search the ways of safe solving of temporal problems through
actualization of personal resources.

Having the aim of simplification of evaluation procedure of the state of
moulded social competence of a lyceum student, we shall do generalization of pa-
rameters of SCLS in accordance with the content-structural submodel (table. 3)
offered by us.

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Among the parameters, presented in this flow-chart, we shall distinguish
concept «social intellect», as it provides realization of natural capabilities of stu-
dents (in aggregate with mental intellect) success of their educational-cognitive
activity and social integration.

In the most generalized kind social intellect is understood as integral in-
tellectual ability of personality, that determines success of its communication and
social adaptation, that combines and regulates the cognitive processes related to the
reflection of social objects (a person as partner for a commonunication or group of
people) [1]. To the processes forming this concept social sensitiveness, social per-
ception, social memory and social thinking are taken.

Social intellect is cognitive basis of social competence, as it assumes abil-
ity of a man to forecast the actions of other people in different life situations tak-
ing into account their verbal and nonverbal displays, to understand and adequately
estimate yuorself and your actions, actions in relation to surrounding. It provides
understanding of acts and actions, use of language, and also nonverbal behaviour
(gestures, mimicry) of people, adequacy and efficiency of interpersonal co-opera-
tion, combining and regulating the cognitive processes related to the reflection of
social objects. Social intellect determines apparent for this very time, neuropsychic
state and social environment factors, level of adequacy and success of social co-
operation, and also allows to save it in the conditions that require concentration of
energy and resistance to emotional forces, to psychological discomfort in stress,
emergencies, crises of personality [1].

In ontogenesis social intellect develops later than emotional constituent of
communicative capabilities — empathy. Its forming is stimulated with beginning
of school studies, when, with the widening of round of relations, a child develops
sensitiveness, socially perceptual capabilities, ability to empathize without direct
perception of feelings, ability to accept the point of view of another person, de-
fend the own opinion. As social intellect contains different psychological and peda-
gogical categories describing mental and practical activity of personality, we shall
consider it as the fundamental parameter (measure that reflects essence) of social
competence.

It is ascertained that the normatively-legal base of the system of secondary
education contains insufficiently clear requirements to forming and development
of SCLS during educational process at secondary educational establishments, there
are no recommendations concerning introduction of the programmatic-methodical
provision and reasonable criteria of social development evaluation of lyceum stu-
dents and social competence as its base. It grounds for a conclusion, that scientific
development of the outlined problem required the system detailed study and that is
why it was chosen as the subject of investigation.

On the basis of results of analysis of modern scientific research authorial
determination of concept «development of social competence of lyceum student» is
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set forth. It is a difficult, multivariable, mutually motivated process of co-operation
of lyceum student with the surrounding world, that takes place not only during stud-
ies, but also as a result of the social co-operating with the subjects of the nearest and
remote surroundings.

Development of the formed social competence of lyceum students is esti-
mated within the limits of procedural and eftective planes within which educational
and out-of-lessons activity of student will be realized. Substance of social compe-
tence is given through such parameters and criteria of its evaluation:

1) cognitive constituent: level of educational achievements of students,
level of application of knowledge and abilities — educational-effective;

2) operational constituent: vital and to operational experience, amount of
social roles and quality implementation operational-activity;

3) personality constituent: level of mental development, level of develop-
ment of social intellect, attitude toward others and surroundings, values and valued
orientations, motivation and reflection of activity, social status in a collective - sub-
ject and motivation-reflective.

In the process of research there were found out organizationally-didactics
and social-psychological terms of development of social competence of lyceum
student during educational process (taking into account in content of education-
al subjects their social context, broadening of vital and educational experience of
students, use of resources and possibilities of developing environment of lyceum,
introduction of psychological and pedagogical accompaniment and provision of
administrative support to development of SCLS).

The source of development of social competence of lyceum students are
contradictions between the outer and internal world of personality; between the lev-
el of aspirations of personality to certain social roles or desirable social activity and
the real personal and social environmental possibilities for their self-realization.
Motive force of development is motivation of students’ achievements as measure of
accordance of their necessities to possibilities, expectations and real achievements
in educational-communicative, publicly useful and personality-role-play spheres.

Foundation for development of social competence of a lyceum student is
defined to be mastering of certain type of activity; the planes of development — cog-
nitive (cognition of itself and the world), spiritual (forming of values, motivation,
persuasions) and creative (display of creative work in different types of activity)
constituents; priority approaches — personality oriented, environmental and activity.

Conclusions. It is found out, that home and world science does not have yet
common point of view in relation to essence of the phenomenon «social compe-
tence» and only in some cases there takes place search of methods of development
of the social thinking and social maturity of teen-students.

Applying four-level analysis after I. Blowbergh and E. Yudin for categories
«social competence» and «key competence» we did such conclusions:
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— all the competences are social (in wide sense of this word), because they
are produced, formed and function in society, their substance is social as well;

— social competence is a key one, as it is generalized complex of the ob-
tained knowledge, abilities and relations that is set in the process of mastering of all
content of education and provides the normal vital functions of a person in society;

—social competence is formed and appears in social, educational, public
activity;

— social competence (in the narrow understanding of word) characterizes
a person as social creature, as a subject of vital functions, having mutual relations
with society, relationships with other people.

Author’s determination of social competence of a lyceum student is formu-
lated in accordance with the norms and values accepted by society. It is integral
characteristic of personality, aggregate of personality traits and qualities, abilities
and capabilities that provide accordance of individual to his social category, deter-
mines the achievement of own, socially meaningful aims (chosen independently
and determined outwardly) and successful self-realization in heterogeneous society.
The notion «social competence of a lyceum studenty is difficult, multi-layered and
multicomponent, dynamic; in time, under the action of different factors its content
and structure change.

The presented content-structural submodel of SCLS shows that the directed
changes (development) should take place in accordance with the psychological laws
of personality development of an individual and conformities to law of mastering of
activity, in particular educational-cognitive and creative in their co-operation. The
offered matrix of structure of SCLS allows to specify the task of development of
social competence of a lyceum students and define the result of lyceum educational
process in such categories, as: knowledge, ability, skills, experience, values and
motivation; to define the types of leading activity of lyceum students.

Among the structural elements of social competence of a lyceum student we
have distinguished: knowledge as instruments of activity, life skills, special ways of
thinking, communicative-organizational capabilities, ability to realize, estimate and
be responsible for the consequences of the actions. Taking it into account, master-
ing of knowledge about the sociocultural norms of society, gaining proficiency in
social roles and norms of interpersonal relations, piling up of social and life experi-
ence are defined as the main ways of developing social competence.

Having generalized the results of experiment we discovered that the pro-
cess of development of social competence of lyceum students during educational
process has subject-to-subject and dynamic character; influence of different factors
on this process on the essence is additive and complex, subject-environmental; suc-
cess of social competence development depends on the level of development of
personality sphere of students, degree of activity of their co-operating with society
(personality and operational changes of parameters).
