Introduction. The war in Ukraine has greatly increased the number of Ukrainians seeking temporary
shelter in other countries. A particularly significant number of Ukrainians found refuge in Germany. World
experience shows that there are significant war-related problems with refugees' mental health.

The article was prepared as part of the German-Ukrainian charity project «Social and psychological
support of Ukrainians in Germanyy (April 2022 - until now).

Aim. To present the concept of the project «Social and psychological support of Ukrainians in
Germanyy.

Results and discussion. The concept of the project «Social and psychological support of Ukrainians in
Germanyy consists of a psychological component and an organizational component. The psychological
component deals with the psychological characteristics and the main psychological problems and needs of
Ukrainian war refugees in Germany. The organizational component focuses on the project organizers, project's
purpose and tasks, as well as its main stages, work forms and methods.

Conclusions. The project «Social and psychological support of Ukrainians in Germany» will promote
the mental health of Ukrainian war refugees in Germany and establish cooperation between Ukrainian and
German mental health specialists.

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Introduction. The Russia's invasion of
Ukraine on February 24, 2022, led to significant
social, political, economic and psychological
changes in Ukraine, in particular, negatively
affecting the mental health and psychological
well-being of the population (Karamushka,
Kredentser, Tereshchenko, Delton, Arefniya,
Paskevska, 2022; Karamushka, Kredentser,
Tereshchenko, Ivkin, Lagodzinska, Kovalchuk,
2022)

This is a completely logical result, because
the analysis of latest research shows that a
significant consequence of war is the
deterioration of the mental health of the civilian
population. A number of studies have found a
significant increase in the incidence and
prevalence of mental disorders during and after
the war (Pinkivska, 2022; Bogic, Njoku, &
Priebe, 2015; Dutra, Grubbs, Greene, Trego,
McCartin, Kloezeman & Morland, 2010;
Kastrup, 2006; Murthy, & Lakshminarayana,
2006; Summerfield, 2000).

Rozanov et al. (2019), examining the
psychological effects of war and military
conflicts note that both military and civilians
suffer from many disorders and psychological
consequences caused by extreme trauma,
including  post-traumatic  stress  disorder,
depression, anxiety, addiction, chronic pain
somatization, dissociation, psychosocial
dysfunctions, and suicidal behaviors, etc., which
can last for many decades and, even, through
generations. The researchers emphasize that this
is a good reason to stand for the reduction of
international tension and military conflicts
around the world in order to preserve the mental
health of the mankind.

The importance that WHO attaches to the
war-related trauma was highlighted in a World
Health Assembly resolution of May 2005, which
called for «support for the programs for the
recovery from trauma caused by war, conflicts
and natural disasters» (World Health
Organization, 2005). The WHO estimates that
due to the armed conflicts worldwide, «10% of
people who experience traumatic events will
have serious mental health problems, and
another 10% will develop behaviors that prevent
them from functioning effectively. The most
common symptoms are depression, anxiety and
psychosomatic  problems» (World Health
Organization, 2005).

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In addition, the war in Ukraine caused a
dramatic increase in the number of Ukrainians
seeking temporary shelter in other countries. A
particularly significant number of Ukrainians
found refuge in Germany.

According to the September 30, 2022 report of
the Office of the United Nations High
Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR), the
number of displaced persons from Ukraine
registered for temporary protection or in similar
national protection schemes in Europe totaled 4
183 840. The number of refugees from Ukraine
registered for temporary protection in Germany is
709 150 (Interfax-Ukraine, 2022).

A number of studies have found significant
problems with refugees' mental health even many
years after resettlement, which is due, on the one
hand, to the impact of trauma during the war, and,
on the other hand, to post-migration socio-
economic and socio-psychological factors (Bogic,
Njoku, & Priebe, 2015). The researchers
emphasize the need for more methodologically
consistent and thorough studies of long-time
refugees' mental health.

In this regard, a number of studies support the
idea of creation of refugee support centers. For
example, A. Javanbakht (2022), notes that many
internally displaced Ukrainians and refugees will
need care for post-traumatic stress disorder,
anxiety and depression to prevent long-term
disability and health problems. The challenges in
getting proper care include lack of resources,
stigmatization, patients' poor trauma-related
knowledge, as well as care-givers' poor trauma-
treatment skills. The author proposes to
coordinate post-arrival psychological first aid,
education for refugees, care-givers, and trainers at
various levels, and remote treatment and
counseling/supervision services.

Therefore, the creation of a Ukrainian refugees
social and psychological support system, in
particular in Germany, has become an urgent task.

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2022 has acquired a global scale, affecting all
Europe and almost all continents of the planet.
From a psychological perspective, war-induced
migration is a person's life crisis, which leads to a
deep transformation of the structure of the
refugees' personality (values, behaviors, motives,
goals of activity, etc.). The inevitable consequence
of any crisis is people's not meeting their basic
need - the need for security, and worsening of
their world outlook. This leads to serious long-
term  consequences, including neuroticism,
depression, loss of self-confidence, and grim
vision of the future, which largely determines the
future of not only an individual, but also entire
social group (Kolli-Shamne, Startseva, 2022). In
addition, the war-induced migration adds the
consequences of traumatic war events that contain

a wide range of post-traumatic states and
experiences to the patterns of internal
transformations.

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It should also be noted that the refugee status
was formed as a result of the First and Second
World Wars, since the post-war years saw
thousands of migrants who sought protection, but
did not feel protected. The understanding of the
status of «refugee» evolved and was recognized in
the 1951 UN Convention on the Status of
Refugees, including those who had reasonable
fears of persecution on various grounds, but
excluding those who fled war. In general,
refugees are those who need protection because
they cannot get it in their home country. It should
be emphasized that Ukrainians, in turn, received a
unique status of temporary protection, which was

defined in 2001, but was first applied to
Ukrainians only in 2022. The temporary
protection status, unlike the refugee status,

provides free movement in EU countries, access
to the labor market, medicine, education and
housing immediately (Lewandowski, 2022). This,
in turn, led to the emergence of a special refugee
type — «the Ukrainian refugee», which has
distinctive social and psychological
characteristics. Therefore, we do not use the term
«refugees» in relation to Ukrainians.

Our survey of Ukrainians (N=158), which was
conducted in May-June 2022 using a special
questionnaire called «Psychological survey of
Ukrainian war refugees in Germany» (O.
Kredentser), as well as our practical work
experience, talks, observations, and interviews
with the Ukrainians who fled to Germany (a total
of about 500 people), made it possible to highlight
the main psychological features of the Ukrainian
war refugees in Germany.

It's noteworthy that mental trauma significantly
affects the general psychological condition and
mental health of Ukrainians. The trauma's three-
fold character allowed us to build a model called
«The traumatic triad in Ukrainian war refugees in
Germany» (Fig. 2).

The model’s content explained.

First, moving to another country (forced
migration) is preceded by military events, which
are always stressful and traumatic by their nature.
Most people have heard and realized the terrible
words ‘The war has begun’ - the starting point of
trauma. Then come bombings, sirens, ruined
homes, long stays in basements, victims, etc.

The life-threatening character of military
operations is a criterion for diagnosing a person
with a stress disorder. Extreme danger not only
disrupts a person's usual way of life but also
makes people reassess the danger's external and
internal aspects to find the ways of avoiding it.
Life-threatening situations activate person's
protective mechanisms and mobilize their
personal resources needed to overcome the
psychological consequences of exposure to
intense stressors (Kokun, Agaev, Pishko &
Lozinska, 2015).

According to the World Health Organization,
one in five people living in a war zone has a
mental  health  problem (World Health
Organization, 2005).

Our survey of the Ukrainian war refugees in
Germany (N=158) found that those who were in
Ukraine when the war broke out experienced
anxiety (86.7%), fear (85.3%), panic (60 ,2 %),
uncertainty (55.4 %), helplessness (42.2 %),

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despair (41 %), apathy (33.7 %), depression (32.5
%), anger (31.3 %), panic attacks (19.3%), fits of
temper (18.1%), etc. (Table 1).

Thus, war experience in a certain way
distinguishes Ukrainians in Germany from other
migrants who fled their countries for other
reasons. Ukrainians have a certain «psychological
burden of the war», which is inevitably reflected
in their emotional condition, feelings, behaviors,
etc.

Secondly,  Ukrainian  refugees  were
significantly traumatized when they moved from
home to Germany. The beginning of the war was
unexpected and unpredictable for most
Ukrainians, and therefore their moving was also
uncertain and unpredictable, which in itself
shaped the refugees' insecurity, uncertainty, fear
and maladaptation. In addition, for the majority
of the respondents, the relocation was too
complicated and unusually long. According to
the results of our survey, almost 90% of the
respondents reached their destination in 4 to 9
days.

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Besides, over 80% of the Ukrainian refugees
are women with children. Therefore, migration
in itself carries the sign of «exile and mental
separation» from the family, home, and country,
which, of course, is very stressful and traumatic.

Hamburger, A. et al. (2018) treat the mental
trauma of a migrant as «migratory grief», which
refers to «separation» rather than «object loss».
The distinctive features of this type of grieving
include its constant and recurring nature, its deep
connection with childhood, having multiple
triggers, the stages of its processing, refugees'
ambivalent attitude towards the host country,
refugees' close ties with the people who remain
in their native country, refugees' perception of
returning to their home country as a new
migration, as well as the possibility of this grief's
lasting for several generations.

This condition can bring about a number of
syndromes:

* «loss syndromey», which is accompanied by
negative feelings of losing home, loved ones,
work, social status, pets or family heirlooms, as
well as uncertainty about the return home;

* «identity loss syndrome», which is
associated with a loss of a sense of belonging,
with a feeling of isolation and loneliness. In
addition, the loss of customs and traditions,
which are part of the identity, can ruin the inner
unity of a person and the ability to preserve their
self;

* «guilt syndrome», which is characterized by
a feeling of guilt and shame for the fact that a
person is in safety and lives on when their
relatives and friends stay at home;

* «survivor syndromey, a feeling of guilt due
to the fact that, unlike other people, a person
managed to survive in a difficult situation. The
survivor syndrome is often experienced by
people who were saved by someone at the cost
of their own life (Preitler, 2022).

Thirdly, moving to another country and
staying safe, unfortunately, does not stop
traumatization, and sometimes even aggravates
it. During their first weeks in Germany, most
Ukrainians focus on satisfying basic needs, on
adapting to completely new conditions (housing,
work, school, language, documents, etc.). Most

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forced and inevitable psychological adaptation to
a foreign socio-cultural and linguistic
environment.

M. Slusarevsky and O. Blinova (2013) note
that the ethnic self-awareness of a person in a
foreign ethnic environment is usually under a
continuous stress. The ethnic self-awareness of
the majority of migrants suffers from a severe
internal conflict: on the one hand, these people
are acutely aware of their ethnic belonging,
while on the other hand, they have lost the most
important criteria for their ethnic self-
identification: language, culture, and traditions.

In addition, the adaptation processes are
accompanied by a substantial and significant
«background» of the war in Ukraine. Ukrainians
abroad are in a constant stream of news from the
Internet, family and friends, the perception of
which is affected by the territorial distance and
the lack of an opportunity to objectively assess
the situation.

Another significant risk factor behind trauma
in and mental health of Ukrainians abroad is
uncertainty. The uncertain situation in Ukraine
(«When will the war end?», «Will my house and
work survive?», «How are my family and friends
doing?», etc.) is aggravated by the uncertainty in
the new country («How long will I be here?», «I
don't know languages, how I  will
communicate?», «Where should I live and
work?», «How to get new documents?», etc.).

As a result, the syndromes listed above can be
supplemented by other syndromes and
conditions (e.g., the «foreigner syndrome),
which include a whole range of negative
emotional states and feelings (low self-esteem
and  self-confidence, inferiority = complex,
depression, homesickness, etc.).

According to our survey, after fleeing to a
new country, Ukrainians experienced uncertainty
(73.6%), homesickness (63.2%), self-doubt (58,6
%), anxiety (55.2 %), helplessness (51.7 %),
depression (47.1 %), despair (44.8 %), rejection
of the new country (34.5 %), apathy (35.6%),
fear (29.9%), anger (26.4%), panic (23%), fits of
temper (19.5%), and panic attacks (13.8%)
(Table 2).

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Thus, negative emotions and conditions are
experienced by Ukrainians even during their stay
in safety abroad, although the conditions'
incidence has changed: uncertainty,
homesickness, and self-doubt have moved up to
the top of the incidence list, while anxiety, fear,
and panic moved down and helplessness,
depression, and despair moved up.

Our survey (N=158) found a pronounced need
for psychological help among the Ukrainian war
refugees: almost every second respondent (58.6%)
would like to receive psychological help and
almost every third respondent (29.9%) would
rather receive it than not (Table 3).

As for the psychological help types, of those
who wish to receive it, the vast majority noted
counseling  (individual, children, and family),
more than a third of the respondents (38.5%)
wanted to participate in psychological support
groups (online and offline), and 33.3% of the
respondents wanted to undergo a psychological
training (Table 4).

the objective condition of Ukrainian war refugees
in Germany, and on the other hand, the refugees'
subjective assessment of their mental condition
determine the types, methods and directions of
psychological help, which is the basis of the
Concept's organizational and psychological
component.

Next, we will discuss the results of the third
task of our study, which is the organizational and
psychological component of the Concept of the
«Social and psychological support of Ukrainians
in Germany» project.

The Project’s objective is to render
psychologically support to Ukrainians during their
forced migration abroad, to maintain their
psychological health, as well as to help them find
psychological resources for restoring a productive
life in the conditions of war.

In addition, at this sub-stage, the Project's
Facebook account was created and promoted
among Ukrainians in Germany. It should be
noted that this sub-stage will continue
throughout the entire Project, because it
involves not only advertising, but also the
psycho-educational work. This platform hosts
the main informational materials aimed to
spread  psychological knowledge among
Ukrainians, develop their psychological culture,
etc.

Another important step at this sub-stage was
the creation of a team of psychologists,
psychotherapists and psychiatrists to provide
psychological help to Ukrainians in Germany. It
was important to select specialists who would
be able (1) to work with different age and social
groups of Ukrainians, (2) to address personal
and socio-psychological problems of different
complexity and type, (3) to use different
psychological paradigms and approaches in
order to ensure rotation of clients, as well as (4)
to provide a certain type of psychological help.

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The Project's second (Stabilizing) stage
involved the use of the main work forms in
rendering social and psychological support to
Ukrainian war refugees in Germany.

The main tasks of this stage were to provide
social and psychological support to Ukrainians,
stabilize their emotional condition and maintain
their mental health.

At this stage, we also built a procedural
model of the Project participants' work, which
provided for the regular distribution of the
Project-related information, contacts,
invitations, notifications, and the Project’s
functions, possibilities, conditions, etc. Then the
requests from Ukrainians were received and
analyzed, followed by decisions on appropriate
types of help and suitable specialists. The last
but not the least step in this process was
organizational and psychological reporting for
the purpose of analysis of services rendered,
specialists' workload, work performed, as well
as clients' problems, conditions and socio-
demographic characteristics, etc.

In addition, at this stage, official contacts
with German organizations were established
and cooperation enlisted. These organizations
included:

- medical institutions;

- children and
organizations;

- social care and protection institutions;

- migration services;

- municipal administrations;

- charitable organizations that provided
humanitarian and other assistance to the needy.

The Project's third (Developmental) stage
was made up of the three sub-stages.

The first sub-stage included counseling,
trainings, and educational programs for
Ukrainians while in Germany and after their
return to Ukraine to promote adaptation,
vitality, resilience, stress management, etc.

At the second sub-stage, the Project
psychologists took part in conferences,
seminars, and round tables in order to share
their experience in the Project and receive
feedback. Besides, at this sub-stage, the Project
psychologists took a special training to prepare
them for work with Ukrainian war refugees and
addressing different psychological issues in

Also, volunteer
psychologists took part in mutual support
groups, professional support groups, and
supervision groups.

The third sub-stage was devoted to writing

journal articles, conference presentations,
abstracts and internet posts covering the
Project's results.

The final part of the organizational

component of the Project's Concept, which
concerned the main directions, forms and
methods of social and psychological support of
Ukrainians in Germany.

An important form of socio-psychological
support for Ukrainians in Germany during the
war was psychoeducation, which aimed to
spread psychological knowledge, promote
psychological culture, and develop war-relevant
first-self-help  skills among  Ukrainians.
Psychoeducation under the project was carried
out in several ways: providing psychological
information by means of social networks,
distributing printed information, as well as
holding small lectures and discussion, and
making presentations at various events and
meetings organized in Germany for Ukrainians.

The Project also focused on giving
psychological support for Ukrainians in
Germany using indirect psychological methods,
which was done through the volunteer
psychologists' participation in various social
events organized in Germany for Ukrainians as
well as by holding hobby groups for Ukrainians'
recreation and socializing.

One of the most powerful and desirable
forms of psychological help was individual
psychological counseling (women, men, family,
children). Counseling was provided both on a
short-term and long-term basis.

Another popular form of social and
psychological support for Ukrainians in
Germany was psychological support groups,
which is a classic work form, although it has
certain organizational limitations (territorial
location, etc.).

An affordable alternative to this work form is
online psychological support groups, which has
the following advantages.

1) Online work is quite welcome because

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Germany and very often do not have the
opportunity to get to a certain location. The
Internet in Germany is publicly available and all
Ukrainians have an access to mobile Internet.

2) Many psychologists who work with
Ukrainians abroad note the Ukrainian refugees'
low readiness for individual counseling and
psychotherapy. Our experience shows that, on
the one hand, Ukrainians have a rather low
psychological  culture, low  reflexivity,
emotional intelligence, and body perception,
etc. On the other hand, they are unaware of the
psychological character of their problems,
because war, property and human losses, and
failure to satisfy primary needs in another
country (housing, food, clothing), etc. are
seemingly non-psychological problems.

3) Very often, when people have different,
and even opposite, views on a situation in the
country and use different behaviors (e.g.,
whether to leave the country or stay in it, etc.),
group  homogeneity is an  important
psychotherapeutic factor. In our case, Ukrainian
women who fled to Germany found themselves
in approximately similar conditions, were on the
same wavelength and faced similar problems.

4) The nature of group work in such
conditions, in our opinion, is quite therapeutic,
because it facilitates solving communication
problems faced in the new country. Group work
expands the circle of friends, allows testing and
practicing new communication skills and
behaviors, increases participants' self-esteem
and self-confidence, and allows them to express
their emotions more freely. And most
importantly, group work contributes to
overcoming the barrier «I don't need anything»
and accelerates the adaptation to new living
conditions.

Conclusions. The concept of the project
«Social and  psychological support of
Ukrainians in Germany» consists of the
psychological and organizational components.
The Concept's psychological component deals
with the psychological characteristics and needs
of and the main psychological problems faced
by Ukrainian war refugees in Germany. The
Concept's organizational component is about the
Project's goals, objectives, organizers, main
stages, and basic work forms and methods.

Arefniya, Svitlana. The name as an important component of self-identity in the context of personal

adjustment during wartime

Introduction. The problem of self-identification of an individual has become particularly relevant
because of the full-scale war Russia unleashed against Ukraine. The society is facing the question of the moral
and spiritual essence, values, capabilities, social place, world outlook, national belonging, self-awareness,
and self-perception of human personality.

Aim. To explore the peculiarities of work with a person's name as an important component of self-
identity in the context of readjustment of the Ukrainians who fled to other countries and/or are staying in
Ukraine.

Methods. The Lemak and Petryshche Social Adaptability Questionnaire, a personal characteristics
questionnaire and The Name as a Component of Self-Identity questionnaire (S. Arefniya), as well as the art
therapy exercise called "The Power of the Name".

Results. It was shown that a person's name and work with it is an effective means of supporting
Ukrainian war refugees' self-identification. Almost every second war refugee had a low level of adjustment.
The name-mediated identity was perceived by the displaced from the time perspective, i.e. they remembered
the past and identified themselves with it, being aware of the present and the future. The refugees' space
integration was done through the restoration of their integrity, which improved the refugees' emotional state
and self-awareness through their self-identification and acceptance of themselves in the place where they are.

Conclusions. The person's name and work with it is an effective means of supporting personal self-
identification during the Ukrainian war refugees' adjustment to a new country and during a personal identity
Crisis.

Lazos, Gelena. Psychologists and war: a paradigm shift in psychological/psychotherapeutic
assistance and specialist resilience.

Introduction. The full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation on February 24, 2022 has changed the
history of Ukraine and the life of every Ukrainian. Millions of people, saving their lives, were forced to move to
safer places In Ukraine as well as other countries. Hundreds of thousands of Ukrainians went to defend their
country from the invaders. A huge number of people found themselves in the occupation and suffered tortures,
captivity, abuse, hunger, and terrible wanderings. It is obvious that the war and its consequences have radically
changed the paradigm of psychological assistance and increased the role of a psychologist/psychotherapist,
which makes the problem of psychologists/psychotherapists' mental health resilience extremely important. After
all, the effectiveness of psychological help depends on psychologists/psychotherapists' psychological and
emotional stability.

Aim. To formulate the first reflexive thoughts about the change in the paradigm of psychological and
psychotherapeutic work in the context of war and the strategy of maintaining and developing psychologists and
psychotherapists' resilience.

Results. The article analyzes the peculiarities of psychologists/psychotherapists’ work in the conditions
of the Russia's war against Ukraine, discusses some transformations in the paradigm of mental and
psychotherapeutic help in a crisis situation, the most common symptoms and clients' requests over the past six
months as well as the dynamics of clients' psychological and emotional states. The author also considers the
changes in the therapeutic relationship between the psychologist/psychotherapist and the client as well as the
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strategy of maintaining and developing psychologists/psychotherapists’ resilience and mental health needed to
preserve their professional identity.

Conclusions. The information presented in the article can be useful in planning, organizing and
providing psychological help as well as in developing and applying a psychologists/psychotherapists’ resilience
promotion psychotechnology.

Dafna Maksimov (Sharon). Hibuki-therapy as a treatment method for war-related mental trauma in
children.

Introduction. In the context of the war of the Russian Federation against Ukraine, there is a great need
for different means of dealing with children's traumas. An effective means of addressing trauma in children is
art therapy, in particular, puppet therapy, which helps to build an adequate system of psychological protection.

Aim: Theoretical substantiation of the model of Hibuki-therapy as a method of puppet therapy and its
role in overcoming mental trauma in children.

Methods. Theoretical methods: analysis, synthesis, generalization, and analogy.

Results. Hibuki-therapy as a toy therapy is effective in dealing with children who experienced severe
and lasting emotional shock and pain caused by an extremely upsetting experience. The author describes the
process of Hibuki's becoming a therapeutic model, which draws on the premise that children who actively
oppose stressful situations can relieve their fears and better adapt to life after a mental trauma.

Conclusions. Hibuki-therapy can help Ukrainian children to recover from war trauma.

Lolenko, Kateryna. Components of a psychologist's professional brand in peacetime and war.

Introduction. In the conditions of war, the formation of the psychologist's professional brand, in
particular, through social networks, plays an important role, as it affects the quality of psychological help given
to the population.

Aim. Based on the literature analysis, to determine the components of the psychologist's professional
brand in peacetime and during war, as well as to reveal the role of social networks in the formation of the
psychologist's professional brand.

Results. The analysis of the relevant psychological literature allowed determining the components of
the professional image of a psychologist at the stage of formation of a psychologist's personal brand and to
build the main models of the psychologist's professional brand formation. It was found that professional,
psychological, organizational, marketing, and communication components of the psychologist's professional
brand were important in peacetime. In the conditions of war, psychologist's hardiness (as the ability to preserve
personal internal energy potential) is and additional and mandatory component of the psychologist's
professional brand. Social networks were shown to be an effective channel of interaction with the audience,
which helped to form the professional brand of a psychologist.

Conclusions. Despite unstable living conditions and uncertain future, psychologists' professional
activity and self-actualization contribute to the formation of their professional brand. A properly formed
professional brand of a psychologist will allow people in need of psychological help to find their counselors and
therapists.

The relationship between PhD students’ life satisfaction
and post-traumatic growth in war conditions in Ukraine.

Introduction. The study of personal factors in overcoming the negative impact of traumatic events on
life and education and scientific performance of PhD students appears very relevant in the conditions of the war
in Ukraine.

Aim. To empirically determine the nature of the relationship between PhD students' life satisfaction and
post-traumatic growth during the resumption of studies after the deoccupation.

Methods. Narrative interview «The Impact of War Stress on Your Lifey, "Hospital Anxiety and
Depression Scale» (Zigmond & Snaith), «Life Satisfaction Scale» (Diener, Emmons, Larsen, Griffin), and
«Post-Traumatic Growth Scale» (Tedeschi & Calhoun). The collected qualitative material was subject to
content analysis according to predetermined criteria. The Pearson correlation analysis was used for statistical
data processing.

Results. A moderate positive relationship was established between PhD students' life satisfaction and
the integral indicator of post-traumatic personality growth. There were close significant relationships between
PhD students' life satisfaction and their post-traumatic growth in the "value of life" and "value of relationships”
areas.

Conclusions. Psychological support for PhD students in war conditions should be aimed at supporting
their recovery and growth resources, which include productive coping, acceptance of reality, and positive
reinterpretation of traumatic experience.

Distinctive features of psychological well-being of heads of
VET institutions with different types of attitudes towards the staff of the educational organization.

Introduction. Psychological well-being of individuals in general and heads of VET institutions in
particular is an internal resource of self-support and health-promoting potential that contributes to their self-
realization. Therefore, psychological well-being of heads of VET institutions and its characteristics in the
context of social relations, in particular, the type of attitude towards staff appears to be quite important today.

Aim. To empirically investigate the psychological features of the psychological well-being of the heads
of VET institutions with different types of attitudes towards the staff of the educational organization.

Methods. Questionnaires and statistical-mathematical methods of data analysis.

Results. A significant number of heads of VET institutions had low psychological well-being. There
were differences in heads’ psychological well-being features in relation to the heads’ attitude towards the staff
of educational organizations: the heads with the active-positive attitude towards their staff had the highest level
of psychological well-being, while those with the neutral-indifferent and hidden-negative attitudes had lowest
level of psychological well-being.
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Conclusion.The obtained results can be used in the psychological training of heads of vocational and
technical education institutions as well as in providing psychological support for heads of vocational and
technical education institutions.

Given the war of the Russian Federation against Ukraine, the promotion of mental health and
subjective well-being of the population has become an important task of psychological services in Ukraine. This
requires the use of adequate diagnostic methods and instruments, in particular, those that have proven themselves in
foreign practice. For this purpose, they should be adapted and standardized on the Ukrainian sample.

Aim: to adapt The Modified BBC Subjective Well-being Scale (BBC-SWB) and The Positive Mental
Health Scale (PMH-scale) on the Ukrainian sample.

Methods. The Modified BBC Subjective Well-being Scale (BBC-SWB) and the Positive Mental Health
Scale (PMH-scale). In order to adapt and standardize these scales, a study was conducted on a sample of 502
respondents from the central regions of Ukraine. The sample included 69.7% of women and 30.3% of men aged
18 through 75 belonging to various social strata.

Results. 1) The adaptation of The Modified BBC Subjective Well-being Scale (BBC-SWB) and The
Positive Mental Health Scale (PMH-scale) made it possible to bring them into line with Ukrainian realities; 2)
the Scales' standardization allows using them for the analysis of the general indicator and individual subscales
of subjective well-being as well as for the analysis of mental health of representatives of different population
groups in Ukraine; 3) The obtained data demonstrated the Scales' high reliability and validity.

Conclusions. The adapted Scales can be used by psychological centers and services for diagnosing
mental health and well-being of Ukrainian population.

Psychological readiness of creative industry workers to
pursue a professional career: content, structure, research methods.

Introduction. A professional career is becoming more and more multifaceted and industry-specific.
Creative industry, which has a great economic potential and plays an important role in the development of
Ukrainian and world economy, offers good possibilities for employees' career development.

Aim. To determine the content and structure of the psychological readiness of creative industry workers
to pursue a professional career and to substantiate the methods for its research.

Results. The main components of the creative industry workers' readiness to pursue a professional
career have been found to include: a) motivational and value component (career values, career motivation);
b) cognitive component (understanding the goals and objectives of the industry, its prestige, innovativeness,
social effect, employees’ financial opportunities and autonomy), c) operational component (career self-efficacy,
career adaptability, career involvement, propensity for cooperation/competition);, d) personal component
(creativity, professional viability, ability to introspect). The authors have also substantiated a diagnostic toolkit
for studying different components of the creative industry workers' readiness to pursue a professional career.

Conclusions. The knowledge of the content and structure of the components of the creative industry
workers' readiness to pursue a professional career as well as the methods for studying this readiness can be
helpful for career counsellors.

Miliaieva, Valeriia, Prystai, Olha. The psychological aspect of the analysis of the leadership
strategies of the heads of general secondary education institutions in a crisis.

Introduction. The leadership of heads of general secondary education institutions in a crisis undergoes
certain changes and acquires slightly different accents, which is directly reflected in the activities of the
organization.

Aim: to investigate the manifestations of various strategies of leadership behavior of heads of general
secondary education institutions in a crisis.

Methods. The following methods were used to conduct the research: the method of researching the
voluntary organization of the personality Gutkin, Mikhalchenko, Prudylo; Lusin's emotional intelligence
questionnaire; Torrens’ creativity test.

Results. The content of leadership of the head of a general secondary education institution in a crisis
was revealed. The high managerial competence of the heads of the general secondary education institution in a
crisis is manifested in the clear definition of one's own zone of influence and activity within these limits,
readiness for changes, search for new ideas and initiative support,; able to organize and launch new processes;
using empathy and self-empathy to build quality resource relationships.

The development of the key mental attributes of the head of a general secondary education institution,
namely volitional regulation, emotional intelligence, creative thinking, directly affect the choice and
effectiveness of the implementation of certain leadership strategies during a crisis. In general, the results of the
study indicate that there is a relationship between the key mental properties of the head of a general secondary
education institution and the choice of a leadership strategy during a crisis and the effectiveness of its
implementation. Flexibility in the use of different strategies allows managers to apply the approach that best
corresponds to the objective situation.

Conclusions.Considering the revealed regularities can contribute to increasing the implementation of
effective leadership strategies of the behavior of heads of general secondary education institutions in a crisis.

Paskevska, Tuliia. Penitentiary staff's psychological readiness for extreme professional situations.

Introduction. The article explores the characteristics of the professional environment of penitentiary
staff, in particular, work contradictions, risks and uncertainties.

Aim. To study the manifestation of extreme situations in penitentiary institutions and to determine the
penitentiary staff's psychological readiness for extreme professional situations

Methods. Theoretical analysis, classification, systematization, and generalization of relevant research
findings available in scientific psychological literature.

Results. Penitentiary staff should be prepared to take adequate actions in responding to extreme
situations that may occur in penitentiary institutions. The penitentiary staff’s effectiveness in extreme situations
depends on staff’s psychological stability and readiness. The types of extreme work conditions in penitentiary
institutions include conflict and aggressive situations, situations that require prompt and urgent response with a
lack of relevant professional opportunities, situations of unpredictability, and unexpected situations. Self-
control, emotional balance, calmness and attention concentration are important for maintaining penitentiary
staff's mental health in extreme situations. The penitentiary staff's psychological readiness for extreme
situations includes orientational, evaluative, volitional, and operational components.

Conclusions. Good development and coordination of all components of the penitentiary staff's
psychological readiness for extreme situations are reliable indicators of the penitentiary staff’s psychological
work readiness, activity, independence, and a creative approach to work, which corresponds to the concept of
professional competence. There is a need for penitentiary staff's psychological support in developing their
psychological readiness for extreme situations with the help of a special set of psychological trainings.

Psychological flexibility as a factor in
staff’s psychological well-being.

Introduction. Staff’s psychological well-being is an important measure of the effectiveness of the
organization. In conditions of social tension and uncertainty, there is a need to identify well-being factors in
order to stabilize and improve the quality of staff’s life.

Aim. To explore the psychological flexibility of employees as an important factor in their psychological
well-being in organizations with high organizational stability.

Methods. The instruments used included The Psychological Well-Being Scale (PWB), The Subjective
Well-Being Scale, The Psychological Flexibility Scale (MPFI), and The Workplace Acceptance and Action
Questionnaire (WAAQ). The obtained data were processed using cluster analysis, Mann-Whitney U-test, and
one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA).

Results. According to their psychological and subjective well-being scores there were identified three
types of employees: the unhappy, the happy, and the happiest. Psychological flexibility was found to affect the
general level of psychological well-being and its components.

Conclusions. Psychological flexibility affects the level of psychological well-being and does not affect
subjective well-being. Organizational sustainability acts as a buffer between current socio-economic conditions
and staff’s psychological well-being.

Introduction. The realities of life are a serious challenge to a person's resilience, readiness to overcome
everyday difficulties, function effectively and interact with other people. The Covid-19 pandemic caused a serious
world crisis, which is now aggravated by the war in Ukraine. Therefore, research into personal resources, which are
protection against the negative psychogenic factors, is important for the science of psychology.

Aim: to reveal the diagnostic capabilities of Wiesbaden Inventory for Positive Psychotherapy and
Family Therapy (WIPPF 2.0) by Peseschkian & Deidenbach for identifying the internal resources of the
individual in empirical research, counseling, psychotherapy, and coaching.

Methods. The Wiesbaden Inventory for Positive Psychotherapy and Family Therapy (WIPPF) by
Peseschkian & Deidenbach, the English version of the questionnaire (WIPPF 2.0), revised and supplemented by
A. Remmers, the WIPPF Ukrainian version adapted by L. Serdyuk and S. Otenko.

Results. The internal resources of the individual are defined as a system of interconnected capabilities
(emotional, need-based, motivational, behavioral, etc.) of the individual that have a mobilizing and adapting
function. It has been proven that the WIPPF is a reliable, valid and effective tool for empirical studies of the
internal resources of a person.

Conclusions. Wiesbaden Inventory for Positive Psychotherapy and Family Therapy is a reliable and
valid tool for assessing a person's primary and secondary abilities, conflict content, conflict reactions, and role
models. The WIPPF makes it possible to find out the psychodynamics of conflicts and reactions of the
individuals. The Ukrainian-language version of the WIPPF corresponds to the conceptual apparatus of positive
mental health sciences and can be used in personality psychology as a research instrument.

Financial department staff’s interaction and business
communication.

Introduction. Staff’s interaction and business communication play an important role both in the
professional growth of each employee and in the work of the entire organization. Since the financial department
interacts with almost all departments of the organization, the financial department staff’s communication within
the department and with other departments affects the work of the organization as a whole.

Aim. To explore the features of the financial department staff’s interaction and business communication
as well as to select the instruments to conduct an empirical study of the financial department staff’s interaction
and business communication.

Methods: theoretical analysis of the problem, analysis of empirical research methods and instruments.

Results. The article substantiates the study of the financial department staff’s interaction and business
communication. The authors analyze the concepts of interaction and business communication, discuss the
features of the financial department staff's interaction and business communication, the work of the financial
department, the financial department staff's competencies and behavior, the financial department staff's
business etiquette and ethics as well as analyze the methods and instruments for studying staff’s interaction and
business communication.

Conclusions. Financial department staff should have good communication skills, because the
atmosphere of friendliness, staff's care for the co-workers' needs and readiness to carry out work tasks improve
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work performance of not only the financial department, but also the organization as a whole. The proposed set
of instruments will make it possible to determine the features of the financial department staff's communication,
to find out the relationship between staff's interaction and the organization's management style, to diagnose the
social and psychological climate in the department, as well as to analyze the personality traits that worsen
staff’s interaction and communication.

Kharytynskyi, Andriy. Psychological content of the concept of subjective personal well-being.

Introduction. The problem of subjective well-being of the individual is taking on added importance at
the time of increasing tension of globalization, crises and armed conflicts.

Aim. To determine the psychological meaning of the concept of “subjective well-being of a
personality”.

Methods. Theoretical research methods are applied: analysis, systematization, comparison and
generalization, interpretation of modern theoretical and empirical research in Ukrainian and foreign
psychology.

Results. The article carried out a theoretical and methodological analysis of research on the problem of
the subjective well-being of a personality, which showed that scientists considered this concept in the context of
hedonistic, eudemonistic approaches, basing well-being on the basis of positive, resource-based functioning of
the personality. It was found out that as they delved into the content aspects of the personality's well-being
through the different contexts of the subject's existence and activity, researchers began to single out various
constructs in the characteristics of well-being, which were described in detail within the concepts of quality of
life, axiological and subject-activity approaches.

Conclusions. Subjective well-being is a multifaceted integrative phenomenon that reflects the
individual's satisfaction from their optimal self-realization according to their value systems in various life areas
and life in general.
