- Your friend from the UK is going to visit
Ukraine. He/she is curious about the typical
weather in a particular season, advantages, and
disadvantages of a specific time of the year, and
popular ways of youth’s leisure and forms of
outdoor activities. Give your friend the information
he/she needs.

- In an online store, you are choosing seasonal
clothes (for summer or winter) while chatting
online with your English-speaking friend. Ask
about his/her preferences in clothes, discuss
his/her choice.

- Talk with your friend from abroad over teenage
hobbies common in his/her country, the amount
of time his/her hobby takes, how often he/she
does his/her hobby, if he/she is getting better in
his/her hobby.
