The results of the study of group involvement of youth, guidelines for
intergroup interaction, values and well-being of youth in the life space are presented.
The level of satisfaction with significant relationships and groups that most
contribute to self-realization, which include groups of friends (boyfriends,
girlfriends), parental family, interest groups, a large group of a higher educational
institution (educational institution), as well as online communication groups, were
identified. Facilitation of intergroup interaction is considered as a technology for
prevention its negative manifestations in young people, such as confrontation,
hostility or avoidance of interaction.
