SUMMARY

The article is devoted to the problems of professional mobility of future teachers.
Particular emphasis is placed on the definition of personal occupational mobility as
adaptation strategies to a rapidly changing environment that is professional-pedagogical
activity of a teacher.

The analysis of peculiarities of professional activity of a future teacher is done. The
article considers a range of theoretical and methodological foundations, which allow
applying the model of modern professional mobility, which is understood as integrative
quality of the personality, including motivation and values, creative, activity, reflexive
components. Professional mobility of the future teacher as an integrative quality of a
personality that involves the ability to flexibly adapt to change in form, content and
conditions of the professional activity, readiness for ongoing self-education can be carried
out in the continuous professional and pedagogical training, which is a specially organized
process on the basis of systemic, synergetic, personality-centered, activity-based approaches
obeying the principles of variability, and conscious perspectives, reflexive creativity,
ergonomics, flexibility, reliance on experience, individual counseling.

The system of formation of professional mobility, which consists of a motivational-
targeted, meaningful, pupils-activity, procedure, management, evaluation-effective
elements, caused by features of activity of the teacher and character requirements of a
future school teacher, which is reflected in the content, forms and methods of educational
process, selection of which requires the adequacy of the structural components of mobility.

Effective system components of formation of professional mobility of school teachers
should be taken: installation of a professional-pedagogical improvement (motivational-value
component); intellectual activity (creative component); the ability to design one’s
professionally-pedagogical activity and foresee its consequences (active component); the
ability to understand one’s own professional and personal capabilities (reflexive component).

Kozubtsov I. Design of educational technology in the development of post-graduate
students the methodology of research-organizational activity.

The article is aimed at revealing the content of the design of educational technology
of research and organizational activities of graduate students in higher military education.
Research methodology is to use the analytical method. The result of the study is a designed
educational technology of research and organizational activities of graduate students.
Educational technology is designed to develop methodological competence in the context of
their postgraduate training. The practical significance of the study is the description of
educational technology that represented a certain structure and was ready for use. This
allows to uncover all the main characteristics and is possible for mass reproduction in
practice. The novelty of the work lies in the fact that the author first proposed the concept of
educational technology of research and organizational activities of graduate students and
the mechanism of its design.

The conceptual basis of the technology is in providing post-graduate students with
practical experience of research and organizational activities by simulating the organization
of activities of a smaller constituent order in the context of the dissertation research. This
means that the process of writing a thesis can be represented as a set of organizations of
activities from creative activity to public approbation.

When a post-graduate student conducts dissertation research in the framework of the
research school, all post-graduate students form a temporary research team. Technology
here acts as a main contractor of the thesis throughout the entire period. Technology
contributes to positive development of social skills of PhD students.

The process of target setting and orientation is described, namely: to develop skills in
planning and organizing research based on the methodological activities; occasional monitoring
of the timeliness of these types of operations of a post-graduate student at the control points;
constant self-control by the student over the timeliness of performing these types of operations;
formation of labor discipline among the post-graduate students in the process of implementation
stages and report the results of checkpoint supervisor, as well as the meeting of the Department
(laboratory) at the dates of the annual reporting (attestation).

The position of a post-graduate student in the educational process is defined, namely: the
organizer of dissertation research; the chief executive (similar to the procedure of the research).
