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MATERIAL HISTORICAL SOURCES IN HISTORY LESSONS:
METHODS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Historical sources are an integral part of learning history in primary school, as they allow
students to get acquainted with different interpretations of historical events, which are not
limited by the textbook text or the teacher’s narration. The use of historical sources in the
process of learning history ensures its meaningfulness, contributes to the development of
historical and critical thinking in students.

Material sources are the oldest among the source base of historical science, as they
preserve historical information about the past in a material form and reflect mainly the
productive and creative activity of people. Material historical sources include material
remains of human activity or natural environment altered by human activity. These are, in
particular, places of residence of people (sites, settlements, fortresses, cities), monuments of
architecture, mounds, cemeteries, temples, remains of dwellings, workshops, tools of work of
different epochs, objects and things of domestic use, ornaments, etc.

In all the diversity of material sources, what is common among them is that they reflect
the variety of information about different historical eras but share a similar mode of
encoding. Material objects and items serve as carriers of information [1]. Therefore, material
sources are often referred to by another name - monuments of material culture.

Material sources are extremely diverse and numerous. Often, they combine
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characteristics of several types of sources, such as material, written, and visual. For example,
some monuments of material culture have preserved inscriptions and images. In particular, a
book can be considered both a written source and a material or visual one. Images are
integral elements of many monumental structures (temples), coins, medals, seals, jewelry,
tableware, precious weapons, clothing, and more [1].

The specifics of teaching history in primary school imply the use of not only material
sources, but also their images and historical reconstructions made on the basis of their study
by historians. That is, they can be analyzed both on photos or reconstructions, as well as by
visiting a museum or a museum site and see the real exhibit [2].

We believe that working with historical sources in history lessons should be systematic,
gradually complicating both the sources themselves and the research tasks for them - from
short to more complex sources, from simple questions to complicated ones. The research
task for a historical source should contain: 1) the expected way of student activity (analyze,
determine, compare, prove, etc.); 2) the formulation of the task condition; 3) sources of
information (material source or their image, museum funds) [3].

Considerable attention in the curriculum and textbooks of history is paid to the issues of
development of architecture and art. This is due to the fact that monuments of architecture
and art works are “witnesses” of many historical events. The analysis of these monuments
allows to visualize history for students, to form in them an imaginative idea of a certain
historical epoch or a specific country. Monuments of art and architecture reflect not only
certain artistic styles and aesthetic tastes that existed in society at that time, but also a
certain level of development of production technologies, specific social phenomena,
historical trends [2].

Therefore, the use and processing of various historical sources in the educational process
allows students to master the methods of historical knowledge, contributes to the formation
of students’ skills of critical analysis of information, historical thinking in general. When
organizing work with a source, it is advisable to focus on active and interactive learning
methods - this makes learning effective, productive and interesting for students.
