Coping strategies as a factor in stress resistance
of military and civilians in war conditions.

Introduction. The war in Ukraine has become an extreme challenge for the mental health of both
military personnel and the civilian population. Under these circumstances, stress resistance becomes
particularly important, which is closely related to the use of effective coping strategies. The analysis of
such strategies allows for a deeper understanding of the psychological mechanisms of stress management
and adapting to crisis situations.

Aim. To carry out a theoretical analysis of the main approaches to understanding coping
Strategies as a stress resistance factor.

Methods: analysis, synthesis, generalization and systematization of scientific findings on the
psychology of stress, stress coping and stress resistance.

Results. The article examined the essence of coping strategies, their adaptive and maladaptive
nature, relationship with stress resistance as well as their role in regulating behavior under conditions of
prolonged stress. A comparative analysis of coping reactions in military personnel and civilians was
carried out with a focus on their effectiveness in wartime conditions.

Conclusions. Psychological coping strategies are a key resource for the formation and
maintenance of stress resistance and they have their distinctive features in the context of military
experience and civilian life during war.

Ukraine.

Introduction. The authors analyze military personnel’s motivation in the conditions of the war in
Ukraine. It is motivation that determines personal activity and the possible resolving of the problem at
the level of society: the victory of Ukraine in fighting for state independence in the Russia-Ukraine war.

Aim: to conduct a theoretical analysis of the problem of personal motivation and empirically
investigate the motivation of military personnel in the conditions of the war in Ukraine.

Methods: theoretical and methodological analysis of the problem of personal motivation,
Personal Motivation to Avoid Failure (T. Ehlers), Personal Motivation to Achieve Success (T. Ehlers),
Self-Assessment of Motivation for Approval Seeking (Lie Scale) (D. Marlow and D. Crown), Socio-
Psychological Attitudes of the Individual in the Motivational Sphere (O. Voronov), Value Orientations
(M. Rokych).

Results. The study found specific psychological features that reflect motivation of military
personnel in the conditions of war in Ukraine. The authors determined the level of military personnel's
motivation to avoid failures and achieve success and approval, focus on results and altruism, as well as
the tendency to manifest the terminal value of "happiness of others" and the instrumental value of "strong
will".

Conclusions. The results of the study show that military personnel of Ukraine have certain
manifestations of the motivational sphere, which are not characteristic of those who are not currently
serving in the Armed Forces of Ukraine in the conditions of war in Ukraine. The results of the study can
be useful for psychologists in giving psychological help to military personnel.

Babych, Roman. Organizational and activity approach to solving the agency problem in small
and medium business companies.

Introduction. The article examines the agency problem in small and medium-sized businesses as
a type of organizational conflict caused by differences in the thinking structures of the owner and hired
management.

Aim: to describe a technology that allows reconstructing the thinking schemes of the company's
management team.

Methods. The author used an organizational-activity form of collective thinking and activity
development, as well as a reflective analysis of this process.

Results. A technology made up of a multi-level goal management scheme, a reflective transitions
model, and a description of the systemic organization of thinking processes in the management team was
developed.

Conclusions. The presented technology allows transfering the conflict from the communication to
the activity dimension and creating a common vision of the company's development. The results obtained
can be used in management consulting, business education, and organizational systems assessment.

RESEARCH INTO WORKING CONDITIONS OF GESTALT
THERAPISTS IN UKRAINE IN MODERN CONDITIONS

Vynohradov, Oleksii, Beliaeva, Karina. Research into working conditions of Gestalt therapists
in Ukraine in modern conditions.

Introduction. In modern conditions, it is important to provide timely psychological services,
taking into account approaches that have proven effective in dealing with crisis conditions. Gestalt
therapy is one of such approaches. The study of the working conditions of Gestalt therapists allows
predicting the activities of these specialists as well as the possibilities for their effective training to
provide quality services to Ukrainians who need psychological support in times of war.

Aim: To study the working conditions of Gestalt therapists for a clear understanding of the
market of Gestalt therapeutic services, its prospects, taking into account the specifics and problems of
training Gestalt therapists.

Methods: To conduct the study, a toolkit for an online survey of Gestalt therapists was developed
(Vinogradov, O., Sikorska, O.).

Results. Gestalt therapists who moved abroad had difficulties with building an individual
practice. It was shown that basic education affected the pricing of psychotherapy services. Thus, 90% of
therapists in our survey had a complete higher education, and the average cost of their session was UAH
1,200. Those who have a scientific degree (6% of the respondents) charged one and a half times more -
1,900 UAH. The number of clients a Gestalt therapist had did not depend on whether the therapist visited
their personal supervisor. The psychotherapists who visited a supervisor earned significantly more per
month (50,000 UAH) than those who did not (35,000 UAH). That was probably due to the fact that seeing
a supervisor had a positive impact on the quality of work, because clients were more likely to make
appointments with such therapists. The average median cost of Gestalt therapy in Ukraine and abroad
does not differ. The average cost of therapist services in Ukraine varies greatly depending on the region.

Conclusions. Studies of the working conditions of Gestalt therapists show that specialists in this
field are competitively paid. Given the favorable working conditions (the ability to work online, free
schedule), as well as the significant public demand for psychotherapeutic services because of the
traumatic experience caused by the full-scale war, more people are choosing the specialty of a Gestalt
therapist. We believe that there are currently certain conditions for this trend to continue (and even
grow) in the coming years.

Introduction. Today, in Ukraine, there is a public demand for psychotherapy, which has
grown significantly since the beginning of the full-scale war. According to the Ministry of
Health of Ukraine, 15.7 million people in Ukraine will need psychological assistance (Ministry
of Health of Ukraine). Gestalt therapy has been developing rapidly in Ukraine over the past
twenty years. This is confirmed by the active training of Gestalt therapists. The need for high-
quality Gestalt therapy programs is due to the difficult living conditions of Ukrainians, on the
one hand, and the need for effective training and good working conditions for certified and
accredited Gestalt therapists, on the other.

Today, the exact number of active Gestalt therapists in Ukraine is unknown. The website
of the National Association of Gestalt Therapists of Ukraine lists over a thousand accredited
specialists (Natsionalna asotsiatsiia heshtalt-terapevtiv Ukrainy). The website of the Kyiv Gestalt
University states that they have more than 1000 students (Kyivskyi Heshtalt Universytet). It is
worth noting that the majority of the practicing Gestalt therapists are not listed on official
websites, meaning that there are actually many more of them. Estimating the exact number of
Ukrainian Gestalt therapists is an important prospect for further research, as such statistics will
allow predicting the need for Gestalt therapists’ training programs given the specifics of Gestalt
therapists and their effectiveness in dealing with traumas and giving psychological help.

Research Aim. The aim of this study was to examine the working conditions of Gestalt
therapists in Ukraine and abroad within the social context of war, to analyze the factors
influencing the establishment of individual practice, income levels, forms of professional
activity, and participation in supervision, as well as to outline current trends in the development
of the profession.

Analysis of previous research and publications. The basics of Gestalt therapy and its
strengths in working with clients in modern conditions have been the subjects of many scientific
studies. Gestalt therapy is understood by modern researchers as a popular area of modern
psychotherapy, which is based on the principles of the integrity of the human personality and
self-regulation and which uses a wide range of techniques and methods (Budnyk &
Savishchenko, 2024). Besides, Gestalt therapy is a leading psychotherapeutic method
(Kyrylishyna, 2023). Gestalt therapy is distinct from other methods due to its use of the principle
of personality integrity which implies individual’s awareness of their thoughts, feelings and
behaviors "here and now".

In recent years, many scientific works have appeared analyzing the possibilities of Gestalt
therapy and the effectiveness of its methods in dealing with various problems, in particular:
restoring the client's personal resource in crisis situations (Volodarska, 2016), developing the
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personality of a law enforcement officer (Petrova, 2021); overcoming clients' psychological
difficulties (Zaborovska & Turynina, 2021); optimization of management and staff productivity
(N. Nestoruk, V. Roshkova). A number of studies compared the effectiveness of Gestalt therapy
and other approaches (e.g., cognitive-behavioral approach) (Kuzo, 2017) as well as analyzed the
relationships between the personal characteristics of Gestalt therapists (Yavorska, Krupelnytska,
2023).

Analysis of publications on the work and roles of psychologists found an increased
demand for psychological services (Vasylenko, Shevchuk, 2023) and psychological help in crisis
situations (Ordatii, Anhelska, Humeniuk, 2024), the increased role of Gestalt therapy in war-
affected children and family counseling (Panok, Tkachuk, 2019) and in helping cancer patients
(B. Pleskach). At the same time, there are no systematic studies on identifying the working
conditions of Gestalt therapists in the context of the growing demand for high-quality
psychological help in crisis periods.

The experience of private discussions, conducting supervision groups, Gestalt
conferences, and other professional events indicates that there is a need for a clear understanding
of the material side of the profession of a Gestalt therapist, namely: how to calculate and what
factors affect the cost of Gestalt therapy as well as how much Gestalt therapists actually earn,
etc.

The aim of the study was to study the working conditions of Gestalt therapists to form a
clear understanding of the market of Gestalt therapy services and its prospects given the
peculiarities and problems of Gestalt therapists’ training.

Research methods and organization. Between June 19 and July 15, 2024, an online
survey was conducted with 194 participants using Google Forms. The respondents indicated that
they were practicing Gestalt therapists (either studying or having completed their training). The
survey was conducted in Ukrainian and addressed Gestalt therapists of Ukrainian origin (living
in Ukraine or abroad). Gestalt therapists from different institutes, of different ages and genders,
with different work experience were interviewed.

I would like to thank the National Association of Gestalt Therapists of Ukraine (NAGTU)
and Kyiv Gestalt University (KGU) for posting information about this study on the institute's
official social media and helping to recruit respondents.

The research was conducted by Oleksiy Vinogradov (organizing and managing the
research, conducting the survey, writing the final article), Olha Sikorska (creating the survey
questionnaire), and Pylyp Dukhliy (consulting).

Research sample. A total of 194 people took part in the online survey, 87% of whom
were women and 13% men. Among the respondents, 138 people permanently live in Ukraine
(71%) and 56 people live abroad (29%). Among those who live in Ukraine, the majority live in
Kyiv - 68 people (49%), in regional centers - 26 people (19%), in other cities - 36 people (26%),
in a village or urban-type settlement - 8 people (6%).

Among those who are abroad, only 20% lived there before the full-scale invasion, 80%
started living abroad after the start of the great war. The overwhelming majority of respondents
have higher education (99%), and 6% also have a scientific degree, 1% have secondary
education. Only 10% do not have academic psychological education, 78% do, and 12% are in the
process of obtaining it. As for marital status, 74% of Gestalt therapists are either married (52%)
or in a civil partnership (22%). With regard to Gestalt therapy education, namely the distribution
by certification level, it was analyzed that the majority of students study at the second level
(30%), which implies that specialists have a basic knowledge of psychological counseling and
psychotherapy using the Gestalt approach, and the appropriate skills to organize therapeutic
sessions (Fig. 1).

Only 1% of the respondents graduated from or are currently studying at the 15-level
Gestalt therapist training.

Specialists who completed the 2"-level Gestalt therapist training and were certified as
Gestalt therapists - 21%; those who completed the 2nd level of Gestalt therapist training but were
not certified as Gestalt therapists - 19%; are studying for the third degree - 10%; those who
completed the 3™-level and were certified as supervisors - 15%; those who completed the 3%-
level Gestalt therapist training, but were not certified as supervisors - only 2%. Also, 37%
indicated that they had at least one additional psychotherapeutic education in another method of
psychotherapy and 6% were in the process of obtaining it.

Results of the study. Let's start by analyzing the duration of a session conducted by
Gestalt therapists. The majority of respondents indicated that it is either 50 minutes (45%) or 60
minutes (40%), 15% of respondents conduct a session of 55 minutes. As it turned out when
analyzing the results, those therapists whose session lasts 50 minutes receive more for their work
compared to those who spend more time on a session. 73% of therapists indicated that they work
either only online (43%) or mostly online (30%). 92% of the respondents indicated that they
provide individual psychotherapy; 8% of Gestalt therapists do not provide individual
psychotherapy consultations (probably, they work with groups or provide other
psychotherapeutic services) (Fig. 2).

Among the respondents, 22% provide individual supervision services, 40% conduct
couples counseling, and only 11% of therapists work with children. 36% of respondents work
with groups (24% lead therapy groups, 8% - supervision groups, 11% - basic training groups, 7%
- specialization groups).

58% of therapists, in addition to the basic conditions, also provide individual
psychotherapy on preferential terms. Accordingly, 42% do not work on preferential terms.

In the process of studying the working conditions of Gestalt therapists, it is important to
take into account the possibilities for restoring their resources, namely the internal need to
receive psychological services through individual or group psychotherapy.

90% of respondents said that in the last 3 months they had visited a personal
psychotherapist, most of them once a week (70%). On average, people pay UAH 1,600 ($40) for
their own therapy, which is more than Gestalt therapists receive on average for their own
sessions (UAH 1,200, or $30).

In addition, it was found that individual supervision is also frequently attended - 86% of
respondents have attended it in the last 3 months. Most often, such meetings are attended 2 times
a month (55%). On average, one supervision session costs a therapist 1,800 UAH ($45), which is
more than the average therapist charges for providing supervision (1,500 UAH or $38).

The survey results showed that the number of clients a Gestalt therapist has does not
depend on whether they visit their personal therapist or a supervisor. However, the quality of
work is likely to differ significantly. A characteristic feature of this sample of Gestalt therapists
is that those who visit an individual therapist earn less per month on average than those who do
not (45,000 UAH and 60,000 UAH, respectively). This is an interesting fact that requires further
research. As for the cost of a session, we obtained the following trend in the results: those who
visit a personal therapist and those who do not visit a personal therapist receive the same amount
of money per session on average (1,200 UAH), and those who do not visit a supervisor receive
less (1,000 UAH) than those who do (1,200 UAH). It was found that psychotherapists who visit
a supervisor earn significantly more per month (50,000 UAH) than those who do not (35,000
UAH). This is probably due to the fact that seeing a supervisor has a positive effect on the
quality of work, which means that clients are more likely to make appointments with such a
psychotherapist.

As for determining the amount of remuneration for Gestalt therapists, it should be noted
that all amounts in the survey were indicated in UAH. In this article, we will indicate the hryvnia
value (as indicated by the respondents), as well as the approximate value of this amount in
dollars (for convenience, we will take the exchange rate of 40 hryvnia for 1 dollar). We decided
to indicate the dollar value to ensure that this data does not lose its relevance if the hryvnia
exchange rate changes. This is also due to the fact that a significant number of psychotherapists
peg the cost of their consultations to the dollar or euro.

The average salary of the surveyed psychotherapists is 49,500 UAH ($1,240). At the
same time, 50% of respondents earn between 20,000 ($500) and 86,000 UAH ($2,150). This is
the total income, which includes all types of income from psychotherapeutic activities: both
individual and group. The majority (73%) of respondents indicated that psychotherapy is their
main type of income.

We also determined the average cost of individual counseling services with Gestalt
therapists. Thus, it was found that the average cost of an individual psychotherapy session
(excluding discounted places) is 1,200 UAH ($30). On average, Gestalt therapists have 10
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sessions per week. Supervision is more expensive - 1,500 UAH ($38). On average, colleagues
provide 2 supervision sessions per week. The average cost of pair psychotherapy is 2,150 UAH
($54) and is provided once a week. It should be noted that such a session usually lasts 90
minutes.

As for the cost of children's psychotherapy, it amounts to 950 UAH ($24) and most often
lasts 50 minutes. Therapists indicated that on average they provide 2 counseling sessions for
children per week. The average cost of children's counseling is cheaper than the average cost of
individual psychotherapy for adults. Also, there are quite a few Gestalt therapists working with
children (only 11% of respondents). It seems that this service is not popular enough, which
necessitates a special study and the potential for its further development within child
psychotherapy.

We studied the remuneration for conducting group meetings. It has been established that
the amount of remuneration for conducting a particular group is influenced by many factors,
such as the cost of the group, its duration, the number of participants, whether the group is
conducted with or without a co-therapist, whether there are advertising/office expenses, etc.
Therefore, our question was not intended to explore all of these factors. The emphasis was
placed on the amount of money a Gestalt therapist receives for conducting one particular group.
Average earnings are indicated among those respondents who provide the following services,
namely: 35% of respondents (69 people) indicated that they provide group psychotherapy; 24%
of specialists conduct psychotherapy groups. A Gestalt therapist receives UAH 3,500 ($88) for
one psychotherapy group conducted, conducting 3 group meetings per month.

As for supervisory groups, they are conducted by 10% of the surveyed professionals. A
group leader earns an average of UAH 6,000 ($150) per group meeting, conducting 2 groups per
month. A trainer who conducts basic training groups earns an average of 30,000 UAH ($750)
per group, conducting 1.5 groups per month (most often these groups are three-day or two-day
classes). Such groups are conducted by 11% of Gestalt therapists. The basic training in the study
means working with groups of the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd stages of obtaining a Gestalt therapist
certificate. We also took into account the fact that earnings from groups of different levels can
differ significantly.

The highest amount of money paid to host specializations is UAH 39,000 ($975), with an
average of 1 specialization per month. However, the number of hosts of specializations is also
the smallest - 7% of the total number of respondents. Let's focus on other types of income for
Gestalt therapists. Thus, we have studied that 8% of Gestalt therapists make a profit from
psychotherapeutic activities due to the ability to provide services online. For example:
conducting webinars, selling psychotherapy courses, online marathons, and other similar
commercial psychotherapy activities on the Internet. The average income from such activities is
10,000 UAH ($ 250). Also, a quarter of Gestalt therapists (25%) indicated that, in addition to the
above services, they earn an additional 20,000 UAH ($500) on average from other
psychotherapeutic activities.

The leaders of Gestalt therapy programs in our survey are trainers who conduct the first,
second, and third levels of Gestalt therapy training or specialization.

They stand out among the other categories of Gestalt therapists, so we will talk about
them separately. This group usually consists of experienced psychotherapists with an average of
14 years of psychotherapeutic practice (from 5 to 30 years). The average age is 46 years.

The average cost of a psychotherapy session with trainers is 2,200 UAH ($55), and the
average cost of supervision is slightly lower, 1,900 UAH ($48). This may be due to the fact that
coaches often provide supervision to participants of training programs and offer them a discount.
The vast majority of trainers work only online or mostly online.

The overall average monthly earnings of coaches are 123,000 UAH ($3,075), with those
who specialize earning slightly more - 135,000 UAH ($3,375). The minimum amount of
earnings is 50,000 UAH ($1,250) per month, and the maximum is 300,000 UAH ($7,500).
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On a five-point scale, the average level of satisfaction with their earnings among trainers
is 4.2 points (more details will be provided in the analysis of Gestalt therapists' satisfaction with
their earnings).

It is also worth noting that the percentage of men among the presenters of training
programs is much higher (34%) than among Gestalt therapists in general (13%).

Payment methods for Gestalt therapy services vary: 57% accept payment by bank card,
55% - to a private entrepreneur's account, 30% - in cash, and the rest (7%) receive money in
other ways (it is important to note that more than one answer could be selected). There is also a
logical pattern: therapists who earn more money are more likely to accept payment to a private
practice.

When asked to evaluate their satisfaction with their earnings on a 5-point scale (where 5
points is completely satisfied), the respondents answered: 40 percent of Gestalt therapists are
either completely or almost completely satisfied (11 and 29 percent, respectively); 30 percent are
either completely dissatisfied or just not satisfied (11 and 19 percent, respectively); and 30
percent gave a score of 3, meaning their satisfaction is at an average level.

According to the survey, there is a direct correlation between a psychotherapist's
satisfaction with his/her earnings and the cost of his/her individual session and earnings in
general (Table 1).

In the course of the study, we compared three groups of psychotherapists and compiled a
generalized profile of a Gestalt therapist (Table 2).

If we compare the data of all 194 respondents, we can draw up a conditional average
profile of a Gestalt therapist. These are mostly women in their 40s who have a degree in
psychology, have completed training as a Gestalt therapist, and have been practicing for 5 years.
This is their main source of income. On average, they see 10 clients a week, charging UAH
1,200 for one appointment, plus 2 privileged clients who receive a 20 to 50 percent discount.
They also provide other types of psychotherapeutic services, 2 sessions per week (it can be
supervision, couple therapy, children's therapy, etc.).

In addition, they hold 3 group meetings a month, earning a total of UAH 3,500 per
meeting. Thanks to these activities, they earn UAH 49,500 per month. They also visit their own
therapist once a week and a supervisor once every two weeks. They are paid more than they
charge for their services: UAH 1,600 for therapy and UAH 1,800 for supervision.

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It should be noted that this description is too generalized. Therefore, we believe that it is
advisable to make several profiles of psychotherapists, depending on the length of their practice.

We have distributed these profiles as follows: psychotherapists (psychotherapists) -
beginners (up to 3 years of practice), psychotherapists with medium experience (from 3 to 8
years of practice), experienced psychotherapists (more than 8§ years of practice). The table below
shows the average values according to our survey.

Thus, analyzing the data from the table, we can see a certain difference in the profiles of
Gestalt therapists, taking into account their experience and receipt of monetary remuneration for
the provision of psychological services.

We also studied whether there is a difference in practice between male and female Gestalt
therapists.

According to our survey, on average, men have slightly more sessions per week (12) than
women (10). Men charge slightly more per session (1,300 UAH) than women (1,200 UAH). The
percentage of men and women who have 7 or fewer sessions per week and 15+ sessions per
week is different. In the first case, 11% of men and 89% of women. In the second variant - 15%
of men and 85% of women. In addition, the total earnings from psychotherapy also differ. Men
on average earn 2 times more than women - 80,000 UAH versus 40,000 UAH.

To get more information about the working conditions of Gestalt therapists, we have
compared the description of the remuneration conditions for Gestalt therapists in Ukraine and
abroad (Table 3).

It is also important to add some interesting facts to this table. Thus, on average, Gestalt
therapists living abroad earn 1.5-2 times more from group activities than those in Ukraine.
Among those who live in Ukraine, there are more of those who have 15 clients per week (82%).
That is, therapists who are abroad are more likely to have up to 7 sessions per week (36%) and
up to 14 sessions (35%) than 15 or more sessions (18%). Among those who lived abroad before
the start of the full-scale invasion, the percentage of people with a practice of 15 or more clients
per week is higher than among those who left after the start of the full-scale war. And the cost of
sessions of such "old" emigrants is higher than that of the "new" ones (1,500 vs. 1,165 UAH).
This may indicate that two and a half years is not enough for emigrants to build a strong practice
abroad. Psychotherapists in Kyiv earn more than in other cities. The average salary in Kyiv is
60,000 UAH ($1,500), in the regional center - 55,000 UAH ($1,375), in the city - 45,000 UAH
($1,125), in an urban village - 49,000 UAH ($1,225), and in a rural area - 36,500 UAH ($913).
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In general, the following conclusions can be drawn from the results. Gestalt therapists
who went abroad after the full-scale invasion have difficulties building an individual practice
(they have lower prices for their services and fewer clients). At the same time, those emigrants
who run groups feel better off than their colleagues in Ukraine - they have a larger number of
groups and higher group income.

We have found that basic education also affects the pricing of psychotherapy services.
Thus, 90% of therapists in our survey have a complete higher education, and the average cost of
their session is UAH 1,200. Those who have a scientific degree (6% of such people) receive one
and a half times more - 1,900 UAH. This connection is also clearly seen in monthly income.
Gestalt therapists with a university degree earn an average of 50,000 UAH per month, and those
with a PhD - 80,000 UAH. Therapists who indicated their education as secondary (there were
only 2 of them, i.e. 1%) earn an average of 26,500 UAH per month. There is a direct correlation
between the level of Gestalt therapy education and the number of sessions per week. That is, a
2nd degree student has fewer clients on average (6) than a certified therapist (9) or a 3rd degree
student (15).

Certified Gestalt therapists receive an average of UAH 1,200 per therapy session. Those
who are studying at the third level earn UAH 1,500, and those who have graduated from it earn
UAH 1,800. There is also a direct correlation with total earnings: the higher the level of
specialized Gestalt therapy education, the higher the monthly salary.

It was found that the years of practice as a Gestalt therapist also have an impact - the
more experience, the more clients per week. On average, up to 3 years - 6 clients, from 3 to 8
years - 10, and more than 8 years - 15 clients.

The average median cost of Gestalt therapists' services in Ukraine and abroad does not
differ. The average cost of therapist services in Ukraine varies greatly depending on the place of
residence. Predictably, prices in Kyiv are higher (UAH 1,350) than in other cities (UAH 1,200).
Moreover, in rural areas, the cost is slightly higher than in cities (UAH 1,250), and the highest
cost is observed in urban-type settlements (as much as UAH 1,800). This is probably due to the
influence of the factor of forced internal relocation of specialists.

Conclusions. Studies of the working conditions of Gestalt therapists show that specialists
in this field are competitively paid. Given the good working conditions (the ability to work
online, free schedule), as well as the significant public demand for psychotherapeutic services
due to the traumatic experience caused by the full-scale war, more and more people are choosing
the specialty of a Gestalt therapist. We believe that there are currently certain conditions for this
trend to continue (and even increase) in the coming years.

The number of graduates of Gestalt therapy training programs is quite large, and their
number is increasing every year. At the same time, it is important to keep in mind the quality of
training, to provide both practical and theoretical levels of training to provide quality services to
Gestalt therapists in order to form specialists' readiness to realize their professional skills and
qualities, to increase the effectiveness of counseling and therapy using the best practices of this
approach.

Prospects for further research. Since there is almost no research related to the
organization of work and building a private practice of Gestalt therapists, this creates broad
prospects for further research. First of all, it is important to determine the actual number of
Gestalt therapists in Ukraine. To study the impact of full-scale military operations on the
territory of Ukraine on the work of Gestalt therapists, namely, on the organization of practice,
ethical features of work, and therapeutic setting (formal agreements on working conditions
between a psychotherapist and a client). There is also a need for further study of how Gestalt
therapists cope with their own stressful and traumatic events caused by the full-scale invasion
and how this affects the quality of their psychotherapeutic practice.

Introduction: The social tension, which has been increasing in present-day conditions,
strengthens the need of the general population and various categories of specialists for psychological
help. In order to provide quality psychological services, psychologists should be trained in developing
their communicative brand, which includes the components important for psychologist's work.

Aim: to measure the level of development of the components of the psychologist communicative
brand and analyze their relationship with the main types of psychologist's work.

Methods: N. Hall Emotional Intelligence, Q-sorting to analyze social interaction tendencies (V.
Stefanson), Assertiveness Level Assessement (V. Capponi & T. Novak), a special questionnaire
"Psychologists’ Communicative Brand Developing Activity" (K. Lolenko), and passport questionnaire.

Results. The communicative brand components (emotional intelligence, social interaction
tendencies, assertiveness, activities to develop a communicative brand) were shown to be at low levels.
The following four factors united the psychologist's communicative brand components: emotional
competence, assertive self-presentation, dependence on others, and sociability. there was a correlation
between the levels of the psychologist's communicative brand components and the main types of
psychologists' activities.
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Conclusions: The data obtained may be helpful for psychologists’ training in developing their
communicative brand and for organizing psychologists' activities, which can increase the quality of
psychological services.

Klymenko, Nataliia. Attitude to money in the context of organizational personnel well-being:
theoretical analysis of the problem.

Introduction. Global changes, economic uncertainty and full-scale war in Ukraine affect people's
attitudes to money and life in general and can cause the decline in the well-being of organizational
personnel. Hence, studying the attitudes to money in the context of organizational personnel well-being
appears quite relevant.

Aim: to carry out a theoretical analysis of the main psychological approaches to studying the
attitude to money in the context of organizational personnel well-being.

Methods: analysis, synthesis, generalization, and systematization of the information found in the
literature on the research problem.

Results. The main approaches to studying the attitude to money and psychological well-being
were analyzed, the place of attitude to money in the context of organizational personnel well-being was
determined, and the impact of war on organizational personnel attitude to money and well-being was
analyzed.

Conclusions. The considered approaches can be helpful for further empirical research of
attitudes towards money in the context of organizational personnel well-being aas well as for increasing
organizational management efficiency.

Kononets, Mariia, Kiptyk, Kirill. Socio-psychological factors in individual economic behaviour.

Introduction. Psychology considers the economic behaviour of personality as result of the
interaction of internal socio-psychological factors with the external environment. The psychological
approach allows explaining financial decisions not only by the level of income or education but also by
the symbolic meaning of money, emotional reactions and cognitive patterns. The article analyzes latest
studies on psychological determinants of economic behaviour.

Aim. To conduct a psychological analysis of socio-psychological factors in individual economic
behavior.

Methods. The study employs theoretical analysis, comparative review, systematisation and
synthesis of information on psychological factors in economic behaviour.

Results. The economic behaviour of an individual was shown to influenced by the indivual’s
value orientations, monetary attitudes, and emotional intelligence. These factors acted as predictors of
financial self-regulation or risky behaviour, determining the symbolic perception of money, reaction to
stress, and strategic choices. Using a sample of students of technical specialities, it was demonstrated
that psychological profiles were formed under the influence of personal values and emotional regulation.

Conclusions. A comparative analysis of psychological studies on personal economic behaviours
found that socio-psychological factors had the greatest effects on economic behaviour at the individual
level, particularly at the economic behaviour of technology students.

Oksana Kredentser, Petro Chornyi. Resilience in the workplace as a personnel’s
subjective well-being factor in business organizations: theoretical analysis.

Introduction. Personnel's resilience in time of war and socio-economic instability in
Ukraine has become an important factor in maintaining subjective well-being and stability of
business organizations.

Aim: to make a theoretical analysis of the phenomenon of resilience in the workplace as
a business organization personnel's subjective well-being factor.

Methods: theoretical analysis, synthesis, systematization and generalization of latest
research findings on general and organizational psychology.

Results. The article revealed the multidimensional nature of resilience and its
manifestations at the individual, team and organizational levels. Key factors that contribute to
the preservation of psychological stability of personnel and their subjective well-being were
identified. The presented research found a positive relationship between personnel's resilience
and subjective well-being, as well as their contradictory relationships in different professional
contexts.

Conclusions. Resilience is an important resource for personnel adaptation to crisis
conditions. Theoretical understanding of this phenomenon opens up prospects for further
empirical research and allows developing interventions to promote personnel’s resilience.

Lagodzinska, Valentyna. Emotional intelligence of educational personnel as a subjective well-
being resource.

Introduction. In the conditions of deep social transformations caused by the war in Ukraine, the
problem of preserving mental health and subjective well-being of citizens has taken an added importance.
The educational sphere, as a key institution of socialization and human capital, is at risk of professional
and emotional exhaustion. This necessitates the search for effective resources to support the
psychological stability of educational personnel. Emotional intelligence, whcih can be defined as a group
of mental abilities needed for the awareness and understanding of one’s own and other people's
emotions, is one of such resources.

Aim. To conduct a theoretical analysis of the main approaches to understanding the phenomenon
of emotional intelligence in the field of education, and to determine its role as a subjective well-being
resource of educational personnel.

Methods: theoretical analysis of the problem based on the relevant psychological and
interdisciplinary literature (analysis, synthesis, generalization, comparison, and systematization).

Results. Analysis of scientific sources allowed identifying several key theoretical approaches to
the interpretation of emotional intelligence: as an ability (Salovey & Mayer), as a content competence
(Goleman), and as a personal resource in the context of professional activity. A number of studies
considered emotional intelligence in connection with emotional competence, job burnout, and subjective
well-being.

Conclusions: the considered approaches can be used as the basis _for further empirical research.

Larina, Tetyana. Theoretical and conceptual approaches to studying cognitive aspects of
psychological readiness of the individual to counteract environmental and epidemic threats.

Introduction. The problem of preserving a safe environment for human life and health and
maintaining a stable medical and epidemiological situation today gives helping professionals the tasks of
developing the individual's readiness to counteract environmental and epidemic threats.

Aim: to analyze theoretical approaches to studying cognitive aspects of psychological readiness
of the individual for counteracting environmental and epidemic threats as well as to determine the role
and place of the cognitive aspect of individual readiness for counteracting environmental and epidemic
threats.

Results. The cognitive activity, which ensured cognitive stability in conditions of environmental
and epidemic threats, was considered as a person's cognitive reserve. The cognitive reserve was shown to
be a dynamic structure, which could develop throughout life by means of directed cognition-stimulating
actions and which played a leading role in the stability and adaptability of the individual's cognitive
mechanisms and cognitive-emotional reactions to events with catastrophic consequences.

Conclusions. The cognitive component of psychological readiness is a core element of the
personality and it is responsible for both the healthy development of human adaptive mechanisms and the
processing of the changing information space. The life-long development of cognitive plasticity is the
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basis for cognitive stability and productivity of an individual in situations of affective stress caused by
being in natural disaster zones, epidemic zones, combat operations zones, etc.

Lozova, Oksana. Empirical study of the relationship between teachers' attitudes and their
personal readiness to implement STEM education in their professional activities.

Introduction. The introduction of STEM education in Ukraine is dictated by the global need for a
new generation of specialists. In the context of general secondary education, the positive perception of
STEM education by teachers and their personal readiness for implementation is of particular importance.

Aim. To identify and analyze the relationship between teachers' attitudes towards STEM
education and certain aspects of their personal readiness for its implementation in professional activities.

Methods. At the empirical stage of the study, a specially designed incomplete sentences
questionnaire was used to identify teachers' attitudes towards STEM education and its implementation as
well as teachers’ attitudes towards themselves as innovators. Statistical analysis included descriptive
statistics and correlation analysis. The study involved 962 teachers of general secondary education
institutions from different regions of Ukraine.

Results. The overwhelming majority of teachers demonstrated a positive attitude towards STEM
education, however, their attitude towards the direct implementation of STEM was significantly lower. A
statistically significant positive correlation was found between teachers' attitudes toward the
implementation of STEM education and their self-perception as innovators. Teachers who considered
themselves innovative demonstrated a higher level of readiness to integrate STEM approaches.

Conclusions. There is correlation between teachers' attitudes towards STEM education and their
personal readiness to implement it. Positive attitudes towards STEM implementation are closely related
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to teachers' innovative self-identification. The obtained results are important for creating programs to
develop teachers’ positive attitudes and readiness to implement STEM education.

METACOMMUNICATIONS AND ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE:
THE ECPF APPROACH FOR INTERNATIONAL MANAGEMENT

Lushyn, Pavlo, Sukhenko, Yana. Metacommunications and Artificial Intelligence: The ECPF
Approach for International Management.

Introduction. The article addresses the development of metacommunicative competence among
international management professionals amid rapid Al integration. Based on analysis of contemporary
human-Al interaction research, it establishes theoretical foundations of metacommunication in cognitive
heterogeneous environments and substantiates the eco-facilitative approach as a methodological basis
for developing this competence in hybrid management contexts.

Aim. The aim is to conceptualize metacommunication as a key mechanism for interacting with Al
agents within interface-based reality, and to justify the application of ECPF approach for cultivating
management competencies in international contexts and enabling interactions with agents of different
nature.

Methods. Interdisciplinary theoretical analysis (psychology, management, post-humanist
philosophy, communication studies) combined with logical-semantic modeling, comparative analysis of
classical and contemporary approaches to metacommunication, interpretive reconstruction to adapt eco-
facilitative principles, conceptual modeling of managerial metacommunicative competence integrating
scholarly source analysis, practice synthesis, Al interaction interpretation, and insights from educational
experiments.

Results. Human-Al interaction reveals the need for inter-agent sensitivity as capacity to
coordinate hybrid dialogue. A metacommunicative competence model encompassing cognitive,
communicative, and ethical components was developed, metacommunication as a meaning-making
mechanism for responsible multi-agent management was established and tools for ECPF sessions and Al
partnership simulations were proposed.

Conclusions. Metacommunication as inter-agent sensitivity enables adaptive Al interaction
through meaning-generation. ECPF approach provides ecologically balanced framework for facilitative
leadership in hybrid organizations. The development creates methodological foundation for educational
programs and next-generation management tools in human-Al environments.

Introduction.

1. Problem Statement. The managerial processes of the 21st century are undergoing
profound transformations under the conditions of an unstable and unpredictable VUCA
environment, along with the challenges of globalization, multiculturalism, and the rapid
integration of artificial intelligence (AI). This is especially clear in the field of international
management, where not only the content of managerial tasks is changing, but also the nature of
communication. Al is increasingly functioning not merely as a tool but as an agent of
interaction—a participant in decision-making, strategy modeling, and communicative exchange.
Under these circumstances, traditional communication models prove insufficient. They do not
account for the interface-based nature of interaction with Al, which is realized through large
language models that run according to logic fundamentally different from that of human
cognition. This needs a rethinking of the concepts of dialogue and mutual understanding, which
are now shaped within a shared field of human and algorithmic intelligence.

In this context, metacommunication (MC) gains particular significance as a human ability
to reflect upon, regulate, and coordinate the interaction process itself—accounting for emotional
tone, context, intentions, and implicit cues. As a procedural form of communicative reflection,
metacommunication is essential for effective management within cognitively heterogeneous
environments where people, artificial agents, and multi-agent teams collaborate. Despite growing
attention to the issue of metacommunication amid digital transformation, the question of how to
develop this ability as a professional competence remains unresolved—especially when
considering individual characteristics, emerging forms of agency, and the dynamics of
interaction within hybrid ecosystems.

The eco-facilitative approach and the method of Eco-Centered Psychological Facilitation
(ECPF), which focuses on activating the inner resources of individual self-organization under
conditions of instability and high-dynamic interaction, seem promising for responding to this
challenge (Lushyn, 2003; Lushyn & Sukhenko, 2023; 2024). ECPF may serve as a conceptual
foundation for analyzing and developing metacommunicative competence among professionals
in international management in the age of artificial intelligence.

2. Review of Recent Research. In contemporary scholarly literature, increasing attention
is being given to the challenges of human interaction with Al agents—particularly in the
domains of management, delegation of authority, ethical risks, and communicative effectiveness.
While some authors have raised the issue of metacommunication, its systematic
conceptualization in relation to the development of MC competence among professionals
running in hybrid environments stays insufficiently explored.

Zarkowski’s (2019) study proved that robots adhering to social norms of communication
help reduce misunderstandings and enhance interaction efficiency—highlighting the importance
of metacommunicative cues in Al-mediated communication. In the works of Demiray &
Misnevs (2016) and Misnevs & Demiray (2017), the role of metacommunication in managing
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software projects, especially in high-risk conditions, is examined. The authors argue that the use
of metacommunicative practices—such as clarifying context, goals, and intentions—Ilowers the
likelihood of human error and improves the quality of team interaction within complex IT
systems. While the proposed models are of practical value for training management personnel,
they do not address the systemic development of competence in hybrid teams where interaction
occurs with Al agents.

The study by Freisinger & Schneider (2024) reveals that in contexts where decision-
making is delegated to Al systems—particularly in complex or ethically sensitive situations—
there is often a divergence between the perspectives of decision-makers and those affected by the
decisions. While the former tends to place less trust in Al under “surrogate” conditions (when
decisions are not made for themselves), the latter do not always view Al as a less desirable agent
than a human. Strunk et al. (2024) emphasize that with the rise of agentic information systems
(such as Al assistants or autonomous vehicles), there is a growing need to rethink the logic of
delegation. This rethinking must consider the characteristics of the task, system properties, and
the human factor—together forming the basis for deciding whether authority should be
transferred to an Al agent. Heyder, Passlack, and Posegga (2023) stress that effective human—Al
interaction in organizational settings requires ethical governance rooted in a socio-technical
approach. The authors propose a theoretical framework that explains the interdependence
between deontological ethics (duty-based) and virtue ethics (focused on cultivating inner moral
qualities) within socio-material systems, where human and artificial agency operate as a unified
whole.

As Bisconti (2021) notes, the absence or incompatibility of metacommunicative elements
in interactions with robots can lead to asymmetric communication patterns, which not only
complicate human—robot relations but may also extend to human—human interaction—altering its
structure and psychological dynamics. Van Quaquebeke and Gerpott (2023) challenge the
traditional notion of leadership as an exclusively human function, arguing that algorithms driven
by artificial intelligence may not only automate managerial roles but potentially meet
employees’ psychological needs more effectively. This challenge to the anthropocentric
paradigm of leadership introduces new demands for rethinking the human role in the future
structure of organizational governance. Sauer and Burggrif (2024) proposed a structured
approach to defining the optimal level of collaboration between humans and Al in production
management. Their system accounts for decision complexity, error sensitivity, and process
variability, allowing for precise calibration of the balance between automation and human
intervention. This approach exemplifies hybrid intelligence, oriented toward increasing
efficiency, accuracy, and adaptability in dynamic environments.

Bolon-Canedo et al. (2024) examine Green Artificial Intelligence as a direction that
combines energy efficiency, accessibility, and environmental responsibility—emphasizing the
strategic alignment of Al practices with the principles of sustainable development. Of particular
importance is the concept of humanistic leadership, grounded in the principle of the “double
bottom line,” which integrates economic efficiency with social responsibility. Leaders are
expected not only to pursue profit but also to enhance human well-being, foster creativity,
develop emotional intelligence, and strengthen the capacity to solve complex problems in
response to Al-related challenges—such as job displacement, algorithmic bias, and threats to
privacy. Moreover, this approach calls for intensified cross-sectoral collaboration among
political, educational, and business communities (World Economic Forum, 2025).

Lushyn & Sukhenko (2024) extend the eco-facilitative paradigm to human—AlI interaction
within the field of psychological education, exploring the hybrid ecosystem of human and Al.
Special attention is given to a comparative analysis of essays written by students and those
generated by chatbots Claude 2.1 and ChatGPT 4. This analysis enabled the identification of
criteria for distinguishing between human- and machine-produced texts—particularly in terms of
depth of critical thinking, emotional resonance, and originality. The study presents the
instructor’s role as that of a facilitator in the emerging educational environment and introduces
new professional roles such as Al engineer, Al user-facilitator, and Al facilitator. The authors do
not view Al as a threat, but rather as a catalyst for paradigmatic change in professional training,
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offering new prospects for individualized, adaptive, and ethically grounded forms of education in
socio-technical fields—especially psychology.

Thus, the reviewed studies outline critical aspects of human—Al interaction—such as
social signaling, delegation, hybrid agency, ethics, and emerging professional roles. At the same
time, they reveal the absence of an integrated interdisciplinary approach to developing
metacommunicative competence among international-level professionals working in
technologically mediated environments.

3. Theoretical Background of Metacommunicative Interaction in the Context of Al
This study draws on interdisciplinary approaches that conceptualize metacommunication as a
complex reflexive process ensuring the alignment of meanings in interaction—especially under
conditions of cognitive heterogeneity and post-humanist shifts. A review of key concepts,
models, and terms that directly underpin the development of metacommunicative competence in
human—AlI interaction reveals several foundational pillars of this research. These span classical
views on communication, contemporary linguistic and pragmatic interpretations of
metacommunication, and innovative approaches to interaction in the context of digital agency,
hybridity, and the post-humanist environment.

The classic study by Watzlawick, Bavelas, and Jackson (1967) laid the groundwork for
understanding metacommunication as a fundamental mechanism for regulating human
interaction. The authors describe communication not merely as content exchange but as a
structure shaped by continuous mutual interpretation, including at the metalevel—where hidden
signals, intonation, pauses, or nonverbal cues play a crucial role in keeping relationship integrity
and systemic stability in interaction. This interdependence of communicative levels is key to
understanding not only interpersonal communication but also human—machine interaction,
especially within the growing complexity of sociotechnical systems.

Craig (2015) affirms the relevance of the constitutive metamodel—an approach that
views communication not merely as the transmission of information but as the construction of
social reality, including the definition of relationships, roles, and norms of interaction. Within
this framework, metacommunication functions as a key mechanism of reflection, enabling
participants to consciously adjust and reshape the format of their interaction. This approach is
especially pertinent to the analysis of human—Al interaction, as it reveals how the structures of
such interaction do not simply mirror reality but actively create new modes of coexistence—
whether hybrid, collaborative, or asymmetrical.

Bahri and Williams (2017) emphasize that excessive fragmentation in approaches to
studying metacommunication may undermine its integrative nature. In their view, a
comprehensive understanding of communicative interaction is possible only when all its
components—verbal, nonverbal, and contextual—are considered simultaneously as interrelated
and interdependent elements of a single unified process.

Grabovska (2018) defines metacommunication as communication that goes with the
primary process of interaction, finding four basic approaches to its study within linguistics. She
emphasizes its connection to metadiscourse and metatext, highlighting its regulatory function in
social interaction and its role in setting the emotional tone of communication.

D. Sanford and Roach (1987) developed the theory of “dialogue structures,” which
illustrates how metacommunication functions as a mechanism for managing relationships
between participants in communicative interaction. The authors show that metaknowledge
embedded in the structure of dialogue allows for the correct interpretation of even indirect
requests, thereby ensuring both flexibility and precision in communication.

Of scholarly interest are the works by Dynel (2023) that examine human interaction with
the chatbot ChatGPT as a space for the active expression of users’ metacommunicative and
metalinguistic awareness. Based on an analysis of Reddit posts, he shows how, through games,
tests, or experiments with ChatGPT, users display a conscious attitude toward language,
communicative intentions, discursive frames, and pragmatic meanings. Interaction with Al
becomes a kind of metacommunication simulator, where metapragmatics, metadiscourse,
metalanguage, and metacommunication intertwine and mutually reinforce one another. In other
words, the author proves that Al does not merely respond to queries—it also acts as a catalyst for

users’ reflexive language behavior, which is especially significant for developing new
communicative strategies in hybrid environments.

As Lamola (2022) notes, the emergence of Al agents necessitates the facilitation of cross-
format interaction—between human and machine intelligence—which, in turn, demands a
rethinking of the foundations of dialogue, existential presence, and ethics within a posthumanist
context.

Braidotti (2013) views the post-human paradigm as an opening toward multiple, hybrid,
and non-anthropocentric subjectivities emerging amid global technological shifts. The
communicative subject is no longer limited to the human; rather, interaction becomes multilevel,
dynamic, and involves the participation of diverse agents, including artificial ones. According to
the scholar, post-humanism does not imply a loss of humanity, but instead presents an
opportunity to rethink identity, interdependence, and responsibility—encompassing not only
humans but also artificial agents, the biosphere, and other forms of life. This approach provides
an ethical and ecological framework for understanding new formats of interaction—particularly
those between humans and AL

Lushyn & Sukhenko (2023) propose the concept of eco-psychological facilitation as an
innovative Ukrainian approach to fostering personal and social resilience under conditions of
uncertainty—particularly within the framework of hybrid education during wartime. The authors
present eco-facilitative pedagogy as a means of sustaining rhythmic development (thesis—
antithesis—synthesis) and stabilization in crisis situations, emphasizing a non-directive form of
learning as a resource for personal self-organization. Their intensive eco-facilitation course is
described as a tool for cultivating adaptation skills, autonomy, and the restoration of meaning
within a dynamic and socially traumatic environment. This approach is intricately linked to the
issue of metacommunication, as it creates conditions for developing the capacity for reflexive
adjustment in interaction, contextual recognition of communicative signals, and the maintenance
of meaningful dialogue amid cognitive and emotional uncertainty.

Taken together, the presented concepts form a multi-level theoretical foundation for
understanding metacommunication as a process that not only enables reflexive regulation of
communication but also helps adaptation to new forms of agency within hybrid human—AlI
interaction. The integration of classical and contemporary approaches—including the eco-
facilitative methodology—opens pathways for developing a systemic model of professional
metacommunicative competence in the field of international management.

4. Why the Eco-Facilitative Approach Engages Metacommunication in Interaction
with AI

In the context of global transformations and the growing influence of artificial
intelligence on managerial processes, metacommunication gains particular significance as a tool
for adaptation, conscious interaction, and effective decision-making. Contemporary international
management is increasingly intertwined with digital agents—including AI models, chatbots, and
analytical systems—which are transforming the nature of work processes and managerial
practices. Recent studies (Aizenberh, 2024; Hasan & Ojala, 2024; Menzies et al., 2024) confirm
this trend, demonstrating the expanding role of Al in strategic planning, analytics, business
process automation, human resource management, supply chains, and cross-cultural
communication.

However, traditional models of interpersonal communication do not account for the
interface-based nature of interaction with Al. This challenge is aptly illustrated by the interface
theory of perception proposed by Hoffman (2018). According to this theory, human perception is
not a transparent window into reality, but rather an interface adapted for survival and
interaction—much like icons on a screen, which conceal the complexity of underlying processes.

Similarly, in interacting with AI, we do not encounter the “reality” of machine
intelligence itself, but rather its interface representation, which reinforces the need for
metacommunication as a mechanism for coordinating frames, meanings, and modes of
interaction with an agent of a different nature. Such a situation may create a communicative
vacuum, where managers rely on familiar communication patterns without adapting them to the
specific nature of the algorithmic interlocutor. Communication with Al goes beyond the classical
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“human-to-human” model and takes on characteristics of multilayeredness, hybridity, and
interface-based interaction, which introduces risks such as cognitive disorientation, automated
thinking, loss of trust, or the false personification of Al. Accordingly, a demand arises for the
development of metacommunicative competence—understood as the ability to recognize,
modulate, and adapt one’s own communicative behavior in interaction with agents of a different
nature. The eco-facilitative approach proves relevant and promising in this regard, as it is
directed not toward control or standardization, but toward supporting adaptation, self-regulation,
and self-organization under conditions of uncertainty (Lushyn, 2003; Lushyn & Sukhenko, 2023;
2024).

ECPF pedagogy views technological interaction as an opportunity for the emergence of
new forms of reflection, personalized learning, and inter-agent partnership. In this context, Al
appears not merely as a tool, but as an interface-based reality that demands from the manager
both ethical flexibility and communicative plasticity. The eco-facilitative approach suggests
considering such interaction as analogous to a psychological facilitative process: without
attempting to change the interlocutor (in this case, Al), the manager creates the conditions for a
flexible dialogue that supports the self-regulation of the “human—AI" system. This logic enables
the formation of a new type of professional interaction, in which instead of domination or
complete subordination of Al, co-attunement takes place within an open and adaptive system.
The ECPF approach offers a way of interacting with digital agents that bears a certain analogy to
the work of an eco-facilitator in psychological assistance. Just as in the psychotherapeutic
process the facilitator does not change the personality but supports its natural tendencies toward
self-development, so too in interaction with Al, the manager does not aim for full control over
the digital agent but instead creates the conditions for flexible dialogue and adaptive interaction,
which fosters self-regulation within the “human—AI” system. The growing relevance of and
attention to interaction with agents of a different nature requires not only new techniques but also
a rethinking of the very nature of metacommunication. The ECPF approach turns to
metacommunication as a means of conscious interaction with agents of a different nature—
opening prospects for the formation of a new kind of managerial skillset and for strengthening
the resilience of hybrid international organizations.

Within the scope of this article, metacommunication is viewed not merely as a discrete
skill, but as a multidimensional phenomenon that manifests in several interrelated forms: as the
capacity for context-sensitive interaction, as a process of frame alignment in complex situations,
as a professional competence of the manager in a multi-agent environment, and as a personal
trait (metacommunicativeness) associated with a disposition toward reflection, emotional
regulation, and ethical interaction.

The aim of this study is to conceptualize metacommunication as a key mechanism for
interacting with artificial intelligence agents within the framework of interface-based reality, and
to justify the application of the eco-centered psychological facilitation (ECPF) approach for
cultivating managerial competencies in international management and enabling interaction with
agents of a different nature.

The objectives of the study include: identifying the challenges of interface-based
interaction in international management in relation to the rise of Al as a communicative agent;
defining the conceptual foundations of the eco-facilitative approach and ECPF method in the
context of digital agent interaction; revealing the multidimensionality of metacommunication as
a foundation of hybrid communicative competence; analyzing the potential of ECPF in
developing metacommunicative sensitivity and inter-agent reflective thinking; and
demonstrating the practical implications of implementing ECPF in training the next generation
of managers to operate effectively in multi-agent systems within the international business
environment.

Methods of the research and procedure. The study is theoretical and methodological in
nature and is aimed at conceptualizing the phenomenon of metacommunication in interaction
with Al from the perspective of the eco-facilitative approach. The methodological foundation
consists of a combination of interdisciplinary theoretical analysis (psychology, management,
post-humanist philosophy, communication studies) with logical-semantic modeling, which is
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used to structure the conceptual relationships between the key concepts of the study. A
comparative analysis of classical and contemporary approaches to metacommunication was
applied, which made it possible to outline the specifics of its eco-facilitative interpretation.
Interpretive reconstruction of the concepts enabled the adaptation of eco-facilitative principles
from psychological practice to the field of international management and interaction with digital
agents. On this basis, conceptual modeling of the manager’s metacommunicative competence
was carried out, combining the analysis of scholarly sources, synthesis of practices,
interpretation of examples of Al interaction, and conclusions from educational experiments.
Such a comprehensive approach allows for a theoretical description of the processes of forming
new managerial skills in a hybrid environment.

Results and discussion

1. Eco-facilitation as a Response to the Challenges of Interface-Based Interaction. The
implementation of artificial intelligence in management processes introduces not only new tools,
but a fundamentally different type of interaction—interface-based, hybrid, and inter-agent—
which unfolds through cognitive interfaces, where human intentionality intersects with
algorithmic logic. This extends beyond purely technological adaptation and leads to the
transformation of thinking, communicative practices, and ethical attitudes toward the “other”,
represented by the digital interlocutor whose cognitive architecture differs from that of a human.
In this context, the ECPF approach offers a response grounded in working with the dynamics of
inner readiness, adaptability, and meaning making. Al is viewed not only as a tool for task
execution, but as a partner in hybrid thinking, a co-participant in cognitive processes, requiring
communicative coordination at the levels of intentions, contexts, and logic.

An example of such interaction may be a managerial situation involving the
implementation of Al-based analytical systems to support decision-making. A manager who
operates from an eco-facilitative position does not perceive algorithmic recommendations as
unconditional. Instead, they organize metacommunicative discussions within the team, analyze
the logic behind the Al-generated conclusions, consider their impact on group dynamics, and
adjust the interaction following the value-based and emotional context.

The eco-facilitative approach is based on supporting self-organization, individualized
developmental trajectories, and facilitative work with real cases, which are processed through
live dialogue and reflection (Lushyn & Sukhenko, 2023). This approach can be adapted to the
training of managers who operate in hybrid environments, where Al functions as a fully-fledged
interaction agent. It enables the formation of a management culture in which humans and
machines do not compete, but rather complement each other, expanding the range of cognitive
processing and ethical orientation. In this logic, metacommunicative practices become a kind of
“bridge” between several types of intelligence. They ensure not only the transmission of
information, but also the alignment of meanings, adaptation to change, and mutual learning. This
is especially important in the field of international management, where the challenges of
technological nature are compounded by cultural and cognitive heterogeneity—differences in
thinking styles, communicative strategies, and decision-making models.

Thus, interaction with Al is viewed not only as a challenge, but as a space for the
emergence of a new psychic reality, formed in distributed thinking and hybrid dialogue. In this
context, metacommunication serves as a semantic transition beyond traditional communicative
frameworks. A manager who acts facilitatively does not merely communicate with an algorithm
but goes with the unfolding of the “human—AI” ecosystem as a living process in which both
sides of the interaction are transformed. This defines a new dimension of managerial presence—
as the capacity to recognize and support the evolution of the system, not merely its functioning.

2. The Eco-Facilitative Perspective on Metacommunication. In classical theoretical
approaches, metacommunication was in a certain sense regarded as a secondary phenomenon—a
commentary on the main communicative message, a feedback mechanism, or a tool for
correcting misunderstandings, for example: “You didn’t understand me” or “I meant something
else.” From an eco-facilitative perspective, metacommunication appears as a mechanism of
flexible adaptation in a complex, multi-component environment—retuning and aligning contexts
within dynamic interaction. Metacommunication in interaction with Al, according to the eco-
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facilitative approach, includes not only the regulation of one’s own intentions and
communicative frames, but also the ability to understand the logic, style, and limitations of the
digital interlocutor (e.g., templated responses, sensitivity to query formulation). This ability
forms the basis for productive dialogue between heterogeneous agents. Within the eco-
facilitative approach, metacommunication is viewed as a process that shapes a new ethical and
operational culture of dialogue under conditions of cognitive heterogeneity (human—AlI). Such
interaction requires the capacity to rethink habitual communication patterns and to free oneself
from automatic expectations that have been formed in the context of traditional interpersonal
communication.

In contrast to directive approaches to learning, eco-facilitation offers support for the
formation of new skills based on the individual pace of development, the level of adaptation, and
inner readiness for interaction with new agents. This approach is grounded in the support of
internal mechanisms of personal self-organization and in the development of the ability for
conscious, adaptive interaction with agents of digital nature—particularly with algorithms and
language models. Accordingly, metacommunication allows not only for the clarification of
communicative intentions, but also for rethinking the very logic of interaction: for example,
while working with a digital agent, a manager may become aware not only of the content of a
response but also of the algorithmic logic of analysis that produced it. They may ask themselves:
“Why did the system arrive at this conclusion?” and, based on that, adjust the wording of the
next query. Such meta-awareness becomes the foundation for effective hybrid interaction.

An important concept in understanding metacommunication is hybrid intelligence.
Collaboration between humans and Al has the potential to become synergistic, rather than
competitive. Within this paradigm, the manager of the future acts as a facilitator of hybrid
thinking, capable of discerning when to delegate routine tasks, and when to engage at the level of
meaning and metacommunication. This position reflects a transformation in the very notion of
leadership, moving toward a post-humanist paradigm, in which effectiveness is determined not
so much by control as by the ability to create productive hybrid ecosystems.

Thus, within the eco-facilitative paradigm, metacommunication appears not as a purely
technical skill, but as a characteristic of one’s attitude toward interaction, allowing for the
maintenance of dialogue even in situations of cognitive or emotional divergence. This forms a
methodological foundation for the further implementation of eco-facilitative logic in managerial
practices within hybrid and multi-agent environments.

3. Metacommunication as a Skill of Inter-Agent Sensitivity. Metacommunication in
interaction with Al requires not only a rational understanding of its functioning principles or
algorithmic logic. It also involves developing the ability to interpret implicit signals, to recognize
cognitive and emotional patterns, and to reflect on the form of the query, intonation, stylistics,
and the overall context of the interaction. In this sense, metacommunication becomes a key
instrument for the fine-tuning of dialogue with agents of a different nature. Research confirms
that it is precisely the unintentional metacommunicative signals arising during interaction with
robotic systems that can significantly affect a person’s emotional comfort, level of trust in Al
and the overall effectiveness of communication. This is especially relevant in managerial
contexts, where mutual understanding finds the quality of decision-making.

From the perspective of the ECPF approach, metacommunication functions as an
integrative element between human subjectivity and algorithmic logic. Such integration reduces
the risks of inter-agent ruptures, enhances the accuracy of message interpretation, and makes it
possible to create psychologically safe conditions for interaction. In practical terms, managers
working with voice assistants or generative text systems often meet Al responses that cause
discomfort: an unexpected tone, a delay in response, artificial formality, or overly blunt
argumentation. In such cases, it is precisely metacommunicative skill that allows one to clarify
the phrasing of the request, adjust the query at the level of intention, or adapt one’s own
expectations regarding the dialogue with the digital agent.

The development of inter-agent sensitivity involves the ability to “read between the
lines”—both in dialogue with a human and in interface-based interaction. This includes the
capacity to recognize when Al is running within its competence, and when it begins to
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“hallucinate” (i.e., generate plausible but incorrect content due to a lack of contextual
understanding). Such sensitivity also enables prompt adaptation of the pace, style, and form of
communication according to the complexity of the task and the type of Al model. For managers
of international teams, inter-agent sensitivity is especially important, as they operate in
multicultural, multilingual, and often distributed environments. Under such conditions,
metacommunicative skills allow for the effective coordination of interaction among people with
different communicative styles and with digital systems of varying levels of autonomy and
complexity. In this sense, inter-agent sensitivity becomes the foundation for the development of
a new ethic of presence in hybrid management.

4. Developing the Manager’s Hybrid Competence. Theoretical analysis of the problem
of metacommunication with Al allows us to outline the structure of the hybrid competence of the
modern manager. This competence includes three interrelated components:

— Cognitive: understanding the logic, capabilities, and limitations of Al, as well as
mastering basic skills for working with various types of digital interfaces (language models,
analytical systems, visual dashboards);

— Communicative: the ability to conduct dialogue with different types of agents (a
human, an algorithmic system, or a hybrid group);

— Ethical: awareness of responsibility for the consequences of interaction with Al, the
ability to recognize manipulative patterns, and adherence to the principles of psychological
ecology in decision-making.

An important aspect of hybrid competence is the manager’s ability to effectively delegate
tasks between human and artificial intelligence. Flexibility in distributing functions between
agents not only enhances productivity, but also reduces the load on human cognitive resources,
especially under conditions of information overload. To illustrate this competence, one can
consider the example of a manager interacting with a customer relationship management (CRM)
system enhanced with Al-based analytical functions. A manager who owns hybrid competence
consciously divides responsibilities: data, patterns, and predictions fall within the domain of
algorithms; while meaning, strategy, and emotional communication remain a matter of human
responsibility. They delegate routine and predictable tasks to the system and focus instead on
meaning-making, empathy, and critical analysis. Awareness of the boundaries and roles of
different agents in the decision-making process requires not only cognitive, but also worldview-
level shifts. This vision resonates with the eco-facilitative approach, which emphasizes not only
changes in forms of communication, but also a transformation in the manager’s role—from
controller to facilitator, capable of holding space for polyphonic dialogue. Within this same logic
unfolds the idea of post-humanist leadership, which involves meaning-centered interaction with
agents of different natures based on ethical sensitivity, rather than merely functional control
(Braidotti, 2013; Van Quaquebeke & Gerpott, 2023). In this framework, the manager acts as a
facilitator of hybrid interaction, supporting alignment between human intentionality and
algorithmic logic.

The eco-facilitative approach to developing hybrid competence assumes that this process
should not be directive, regulated, or standardized. Instead, it requires the creation of conditions
for the natural development of the ability to interact with agents of different natures. Such an
approach makes it possible to preserve the eco-psychological integrity of the educational
process, to take into account the individual characteristics of managers, and to support their
intrinsic motivation to develop metacommunicative skills in complex systems.

A key aspect of this approach is adherence to ethical principles in the use of Al. This
involves protecting privacy, preventing automated decision-making in complex situations,
ensuring human oversight in ethically sensitive contexts, and maintaining transparency of
algorithmic logic. Thus, the Ethical Standards for the Practice of the Eco-Facilitator Psychologist
emphasize the unacceptability of replacing human sensitivity with algorithms, as well as the
importance of critical evaluation of Al-generated outcomes (Ukrainian Association for
Ecological Psychological Assistance, 2024). These provisions can also be adapted to the field of
international management, where interaction with Al is becoming part of everyday managerial
thinking.
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5. The Manager as a Facilitator of Interface-Based Interaction. The modern
managerial environment is transforming the role of the manager, shaping a new professional
identity, far removed from that of the traditional system administrator. There is a shift toward the
role of coordinator of inter-agent processes, one who ensures conscious, meaningful, and
ethically attuned interaction between agents of different natures—humans, algorithmic linguistic
systems, and hybrid teams. Within this paradigm, the manager creates conditions where each
participant has the opportunity to be heard, and every technology is integrated in an ecologically
balanced manner. In such a context, the manager emerges not only as a driver of organizational
change, but also as a facilitator of semantic, cultural, and technological transformations, which
require consideration of the team’s individual pace, specific features, and the level of autonomy
of digital systems. They help the team adapt to new forms of collective work, where traditional
human skills are combined with the algorithmic capabilities of digital agents. Such adaptation
lays the foundation for the development of a human-centered approach to leadership, which is
becoming a key factor in the effective integration of Al into the management environment
(World Economic Forum, 2025).

This also concerns the emergence of new professional roles, particularly that of the Al
facilitator—a specialist capable not only of technically integrating Al, but also of shaping the
semantic, ethical, and contextual framework for its application in communicative and supportive
practices (Lushyn & Sukhenko, 2024). This approach aligns with the image of the manager as a
facilitator of interaction within cognitively complex ecosystems. The practical dimensions of this
role include the use of reflective and dialogical facilitation techniques, in particular, “tactical and
strategic mirroring,” which originates from eco-psychological facilitation. In interaction with Al,
this technique transforms into a practice of regular rethinking of the logic and content of AI’s
responses, discussion of team expectations, clarification of the goals of inquiries, and analysis of
the received results.

An important aspect of facilitating interface-based interaction is the manager’s ability to
maintain a balance between technological efficiency and humanistic values. This involves
creating an environment in which technologies serve to enhance human capabilities, rather than
replace the human being. Such an approach requires the development of ethical sensitivity,
which includes the ability to recognize when algorithmic decisions require human intervention—
taking into account cultural, social, or moral factors that lie beyond the scope of machine
analysis. For international teams, the manager’s role as a facilitator of interface-based interaction
becomes even more complex. It demands awareness of the cultural context of technology
perception, language differences, communication styles, and varying levels of digital literacy.
Under such conditions, the manager’s metacommunicative competence becomes a key factor in
the successful integration of human and machine participants into a shared communicative
system capable of functioning effectively in hybrid environments.

6. Implications for Practice. The eco-facilitative approach creates conditions for learning
and developing metacommunicative skills through several key practices. Understanding
metacommunication as a facilitative action leads to a rethinking of approaches to the training of
modern managers. The practical implications of the eco-facilitative approach encompass several
major directions in developing metacommunicative skills for interaction with AI. The first
direction involves the creation of discussion-based formats in which Al is not treated as an object
of analysis, but as a simulated interlocutor, allowing managers to build hybrid competence—the
ability to combine human and algorithmic resources for effective decision-making. Unlike
training models where Al is considered merely a tool, the eco-facilitative model promotes the
development of reflective dialogical interaction, which includes empathetic listening,
clarification of intentions, and “reading between the lines” of Al responses. The implementation
of this logic in educational settings (Lushyn & Sukhenko, 2023) has confirmed the effectiveness
of creating “living” environments, where students learn through case facilitation, reflection, and
tolerance of uncertainty in interaction.

The second direction involves conducting team/group reflective sessions to analyze
difficulties or disruptions in interaction with digital agents. Such practices promote the formation
of a psychologically safe space, where participants can discuss the cognitive and emotional
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aspects of interaction. Particularly important is the diagnosis of implicit communication patterns,
biases, and false expectations, which enhances metacommunicative sensitivity in multinational
teams.

The third direction emphasizes the development of hybrid competence as a combination
of instrumental, communicative, and ethical components. This involves not only technical skills
in working with technologies, but also the capacity for ethical reflection and critical
understanding of the delegation of functions to AIl. An effective format includes case
simulations, where Al acts as a decision-making partner or opponent. Such simulations make it
possible to develop, in a safe space, the ability to reconsider and clarify both one’s own
intentions and those of the other.

The fourth direction focuses on transforming the manager’s role into that of a facilitator
of multi-agent interaction, which entails a shift toward a non-directive model of management and
coordination of hybrid systems in which human and digital agents act synergistically. The key
objective here is to create conditions for coordinated action, rather than to impose decisions.

In this context, it is essential to articulate a set of core metacommunicative competencies
that an eco-facilitator must develop in their role as a sensitive, adaptive intermediary operating
across diverse levels of interaction: human—human, human—group, human—Al, and human—
environment. These competencies form not only a technical but also an ethical and reflexive
foundation for facilitating hybrid interaction.

Metacommunicative Competencies of the Eco-Facilitator:

1. Dual Focus Awareness (Content and Process): The ability to simultaneously track what is
being said and how it is being said—attending to tone, intonation, pauses, nonverbal
signals, and the broader interactional context.

2. Reflexive Sensitivity: The capacity to notice and interpret one’s own inner reactions
(emotions, doubts, bodily sensations) as indicators of shifts in the interactional field.

3. Making the Implicit Explicit: The gentle articulation of unspoken tensions, fears,
uncertainties, or expectations within the group or individual client.

4. Ethical Boundary-Holding and Bridge-Building: The skill to name and uphold
personal/group boundaries while creating space for their expansion, redefinition, or
transformation in the context of growth and reciprocity.

5. Sensitivity to Cognitive Interfaces: Understanding that each participant has a unique
“map of reality” (information processing style, interpretive frame) and being able to
engage with these differences without coercion.

6. Gentle Deconstruction and Reconstruction of Meaning: The ability to identify habitual
narratives and gradually dismantle them, offering alternative perspectives without
destabilizing identity.

7. Facilitation of Transitional Spaces: Holding the space of uncertainty where old meanings
no longer work and new ones are not yet formed; creating a safe environment for
exploration and experimentation.

8. Dialogue with Shadow Aspects: Engaging with what is usually left unsaid—resistance,
projections, hidden desires or fears—with acceptance rather than judgment.

9. Adaptive Management of Silence, Pauses, and Rhythm: Recognizing silence as a
legitimate participant in dialogue; resisting the urge to fill it, allowing it to structure the
process.

10. Metacommunication with Non-Human Agents: Interpreting, “translating,” and
coordinating interaction with Al, digital systems, and other nonlinear agents participating
in the facilitated process.

Conclusions. This article presents a conceptual rationale for the application of the eco-
facilitative (ECPF) approach to the development of metacommunicative skills in the field of
international management under conditions of hybrid interaction with Al. The analysis
demonstrates that metacommunication in this context extends beyond the traditional
understanding of a technical skill and assumes the status of inter-agent sensitivity, which ensures
adaptation, reflectiveness, and ethical responsibility in environments marked by shifting
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cognitive interfaces as modes of interaction between human and algorithmic information
processing.

The eco-facilitative approach provides a methodological foundation for rethinking
interaction with Al as part of a broader communication ecosystem, where the emphasis shifts
from control to facilitation of self-development, from directive to dialogical interaction, and
from functionality to meaning making. Within this paradigm, metacommunication emerges as a
key mechanism in the formation of hybrid competence, integrating cognitive, communicative,
and ethical components into an ecologically balanced management practice.

The manager’s role is transformed: no longer merely a user of technology, the manager
becomes a facilitator of interaction in multi-agent and multicultural environments. Their task lies
in the alignment of meanings, the overcoming of inter-agent barriers, and the creation of
conditions for productive dialogue between humans and Al. In this process, professional ethical
guidelines acquire particular importance, taking into account the specifics of digital interaction
formats and orienting managerial practice toward the principles of posthumanist leadership—one
that recognizes the multi-subjectivity of interaction and supports value-based equality between
human and artificial agents.

Practical implications include the implementation of facilitative and reflective ECPF
sessions and case simulations, which foster the development of key components of
metacommunicative competence: the cognitive (understanding the logic of Al and hybrid
interaction scenarios); the communicative (ability to conduct dialogue with agents of different
natures); and the ethical (responsible decision-making in multi-agent environments).

Further research. The conceptual framework outlined in this article lays the
groundwork for further research, including the development of educational programs, empirical
models, and practical tools for cultivating metacommunicative competence among professionals.
The findings have applied significance for preparing a new generation of managers capable of
working effectively in hybrid teams and ensuring ecologically balanced interaction between
human and artificial intelligence in the international business environment.

Introduction. The problem of human decision-making has increased in importance because it is
the process of choice that determines its behavior in modern complex and unstable conditions.
Understanding decision-making strategies is important both for the development of cognitive sciences
and psychology, and for solving practical tasks that range from optimizing management processes to
solving personal problems. Research in this area can contribute to increasing the effectiveness of
personal and professional strategies in various activities.

Aim: to adapt and determine psychometric characteristics of the L. Mann & 1. Janis Flinder's
Decision-Making Questionnaire (DMQ) on a Ukrainian-language sample.

Methods: S.G. Scott & R.A. Bruce Decision-Making Styles (adapted by A. Sinenko &
O. Savchenko), P. Steel Pure Procrastination Scale (adapted by O. Zhuravlyov), Rational Thinking
(V. Gorai, O. Savchenko, 2022), A.M. O'Connor Decision Conflict Scale (adapted by L. Kolesnichenko &
A. Homeniuk), Locus of Control (modification by O. Ksenofontova).

Results: 1) the L. Mann & 1. Janis DMQ was adapted for the Ukrainian-speaking sample; 2) the
main psychometric indicators were determined, test norms were developed, and an interpretative scheme
of the main indicators of the Short Flinders Decision-Making Questionnaire was proposed.

Conclusions: the Ukrainian-language adaptation of the L. Mann & 1. Janis DMQ is suitable for
psychological assessement of individuals' decision-making strategies and can be used for scientific and
applied purposes in various fields of psychology.

Chayka Rostyslav. Comparing self-perceptions of employability among specialized roles in the
IT industry.

Introduction. Recently, due to the constant changes in professional responsibilities and economic
instability, the importance of research on self-perceived employability has increased dramatically. For
the IT industry, which is the first to be affected by global crises and disruptive innovations, this is even
more relevant due to the rapid changes in the IT labor market. Previous studies have focused on peaceful
contexts and have not taken into account the comparison of different IT roles in the context of self-
perceived employability.

Objective. To investigate the impact of specialized roles on internal, external, and general self-
perceptions of employability.

Methods. Data from an online survey of 144 IT specialists were collected between October 2023
and January 2024, and multivariate and univariate analyses of variance were applied to test the
statistical significance of differences in values across all three groups of IT specialists.

Results. Contrary to expectations, no significant differences were found between the three groups
in terms of internal, external, and integral self-perceived employability. It is shown that the equal demand
for IT specialists and the general uncertainty in wartime conditions smooth out possible role differences
in self-perceived employability.

Conclusions. The effectiveness of universal approaches to career development in the context of
the Russian-Ukrainian war is proven. The study contributes to the scientific literature on employability by
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highlighting contextual influences, in particular the war factor, and emphasizes the value of universal
measures for career development in the IT sector
